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NOTAS DE LA DIRECCION

Para empezar & conmemorar ¢l "afio del bicentenario de
Céspedes" (agoste 268 de 1978), se publican en esta entrega
los trabajos sobre arqueclogia del Valle del Cauca que se han
podido acopiar, No es descaminado este paso, como pudiera
parecer. En los albores de la Repiblica, cuando las pocas per-
sonas que en la Nueva Granada se dedicaban al cultivo de
la Ciencia (asi en abstracto) no podian especializarse en una
sola disciplina, Juan Maria Céspedes se asomo, tanto a la
Boténica v a la Zoologia, como tamblén a la Antropologia, en
los aspectos arqueclogico y lingiiistico. En efecto, seglin sus
bidgrafos, no sélo visitdé con Franciseo Javier Matis, dibujan-
te gue habia sido de la Expedicién Botdnica, los monumentos
liticos de San Agustin entonces descublertcs, sino que reco-
gl un voeabulario del dialecto de los indics opones del medio
Magdalena.

Transcurridos cinco siglos después del “descubrimiento”,
conviene hacer un balance de los aportes que los investiga-
dores han hecho para el mejor conocimiento del area colom-
biana constituida por el Valle del Cauca, donde Céspedes na-
cid. Qué mejor empezar por la evelucion del animal humano
en este territoric desde el mis remoto pasado, & través de las
excavaciones llevadas & cabo por clentificos nacionales y ex-
tranjeros, Asi, el hombre actusl tendra una vislén de con-
junto de lo poco que se sabe en esta materia,

Datos personales sobre los colaboradores se dardn al final.

Aungue se solicitaron permisos para reproducir otros tra-
bajos sobre la arqueclogia del Valle, como los conocidos de
James Alfred Ford, "Excavations in the vicinity of Cali, Co-
lombia", 1944, de la Universidad de Yale, v ¢l de Roberto Pi-
neda Giraldo, “Material arquecldogico de la zona Calima”,
1945, no se obtuvieron respuestas. Tampoco serd posible pu-
blicar ofros trabajos recibidos y que estdn en proceso de tra-
duccidn.

De los que aqui se reproducen o se publican por primera
vez, en forma asequible para beneficio de guienes no tienen
acceso a las revistas especializadas, resulta que aunqgue en el
Valle del Cauca no se desarrollé una cultura altamente refi-
nada, ni existia una organizacién social tan jerarquizada co-
mo en Méfico o el Perd, si hubo avances tecnoldgicos v artis-
ticos apreciables, reflejados especialmente en la metalurgia.
Eso quiere decir que el habitante de esta parte de América
—~a pesar de la comprobada densidad de poblacldn— habia re-
suelto satisfactoriamente el problema alimenticio, lo que le
permitit dedicar parte del tiempo a la elaboracién de objetos
a la vez utilitarios y de alta calidad estética, quizd ejecuta-
dos por grupos de especialistas. Asimismo, se revela el inter-
cambio intenso con reglones priximas y aun distantes, indi-
cative de dinamismo social ¥ cosmopolitismo, que contintdan
siendo caracteristicas diferenclales de la gente de esta region
colombiana. Tampoco es de desechar la semejanza tecnolégl-
ca ¥ cultural de los pueblos gque habitaban la hoya del Cauca,
en una extension de ecasi cuatro grados geogrificos.

sija, continfta la figure humana representada por la flguracion ds

Lips doctores Bennett ¥ Ford, llegados a Colombls para adelan-
tar investigaclones que forman parte del vasto plan del Instituto de

tierrm caliente, establecid con su investigacion tres diferentes eam-
plefos culturakes, huellas bien clarez de trez pueblos Indigenas, gue
nos presenta asi:

Complejo del rio Pichindé (con rio Oelil, La componen la exis-
tencia de plataformas de habitacidn artificizlmente logradas en ouya
superficle e hallaron fragmentos de grandes ollas globulares de ar-
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cilla muy mezclada con arena para darles sonslstencln v grandes mor-
tercs de piedra, generalmente de 80 centimetros de diametro, eon
win eoncavidad en su centro, Lo cerdmies osada por tal pueblo es
ftoda bien cocida, pesada ¥ de roda apariencla, ¥ obedece a dos clases
generales: grandes ollas globulares ¥ grandes bowls o escudillas. Testi-
monios de que este pueblo fue tejedor, hallé £ arquediogo varias vo-
lantes de huso para hilar, de arcilla, en forma conica, simples ¥ an
un solo caso con decoraclén de punteo por incisiones.

Complejo de Quebrada Seca o de los rlos Palla y Palo—En esta
cultura la costumbre funernl se caractoriza especialmente ¥ = dis-
tingue de las anteriores, Guardando las tumbas los detalles de pozo de
descenso tectangular casi cuadrado ¥ ovoldal, uwna gran laja cerraba
la entrada de la bdveds lateral o estaba reemplazadas por varlas
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pledraz dispuestas como un muro para impedir la caida de tlerra al
hugar del enterramiento, de un nivel Inferior al de la entrada o des-
censo, donde repasaban los esqueletos en nitmero de uno o més in-
dividues por tumba ¥ acompafiados slempre de tdntas vasijas, gue en
uns tomba se encontraron 20 volantes de huso “torteros” v 123 va-
sijas.

reliaves e ineisiones Ngurando earas humanas que lucen en la narle
perforada i nariguera o “carieuri” de torzal, sobre estllizaciones de
eollares de cuentes, asi, en general, = presentan las obras de cerd-
mica de esta zona, cuya culturs maberlal se complementa con la
preseneia de volantes de huso, hachas, cristales de cuargo ¥ narigue-
ras de oro en forma de “torzales” como los representan las flguras
relievadas en algunns vasijas, de esss que debieron ser fabricadas as-
pecinlments pars ofrenda a los muertes, ya goe el doetor Ford no en-
contrd fragmentos o tiestcs de las mismas caracteristicas en los lu-
gares de habitacidn que é explorars en los ferrencs gue cubrit ests
cultura.

TRES ENTIDADES CULTURALES,

Concluye este importante estudio de arqueclogia del Valle, ha-
ciendo resalfar la existencia de tres entldades culturales, Los eom-
plejos de Plchindé, Bolo ¥ Quebrada Secn. Juzgando con extrema
prudencia ¥ recto julcio, aparecen &l doctor Ford las relaciones on-
tre dichas culfurss de este modo: las grandes vasljas ¥ la forma
de las tumbas comunes a Plchindd y Quebrada Seca, hacen pensar
en gue lag des culturas foeron contemporineas ¥ no muy antiguss,
apenas probablemente de la época de pre-conguista, Las eultures de
rio Bolo ¥ Quebrada Seca no presentan ninguna evidencin elara de re-
laciones o influencias, pero en varlos casoz se encuentran ocupando
la misma &rea, argumento gue las presenta como pirbenecientes a
diferentes épocas, slendo la ¢ultura de rio Bolo, por le mayor simpliol-
dad en las tumbas, 6 formas de la coramica ¥ por la aussncla del tra-
bajo o uso de meteles, la cultura del rio Bole antevior a la de Que-
breds Seca, es decir, la mas antigua de las tres nuevas sonas de ocups-
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cifn humana precolombina con gue Ia mision Bennett-Ford enrigue-
ckd nuestro conocimiento de los antiguos pueblos colomblanas.

Tocante a otra finalidad que la comision se habia propuesto,
la de buscar relaciones posibles entre las culturas del Walle ¥ de Tie-
rradentro de mna parte ¥ del Valle ¥ Quimbayas de otra, es sorpren-
dente para el autor la falts de ellas. Nada especialmente caracteristi-
co apareckd relecionando aqueiles poeblos vecinns, a o menos en el
ezpaciko, Sin embargo, debo agregar gue en los trabajos arguectogicos
que, en conexidn con el Institute de Intervenciones Andinas empren-
di eon dos estudiantes del Instituto Einologico, en Tierradentro, pude
constatar en la regidn de Belaledzar, margen lzguierda del ric Péez
una ¢omo prolongacidn de la culturs de Quebrada SBeca, con la pre-
sencia de vasijas de pedestal o pils, con caras humanas modeladsas e
incisas, ¥ de ollas con ple, pullmentadas, v finamente engobadas en
Tojo, dejando uns porcion sin tal engobe al ple del coello, exacta-
mente como en la mavoria de las vasijas de Quebrads Beca. Verdadera
profongacion de una cultura del Valle del Cauca o efectos llegados
hasta Tierradentro por intercamblo comercial? Bon necessrizs prs-
teriores investigaclones pars poder enconbrar Is verdadern causa de
estos hallazgos.

Az, cual gueda disefiado en este corto estudio, se presenta hasta
hoy lo gue ha sobrevivido en viejos cronicones ¥ oculbas tumbas, de
lo gque fue la vida de los poeblos gue en épocas remotas ooUparon
el Valle ¥ a su sbrlgo ¥ su influencis acondiclonaron catacteristions
gspecinles de cultura ¥ de asoclacién.

DESCRIPCION DEL AREA

El Valle del rio Callma estd situndo en la vertiente pacifica de
la Cordillera Oepidental, en el Departamento del Valle. El drea escogi-
da para nuestras investigaciones vace en la parte alta del valle, en-
tre bn poblacldn de Darlén ¥ un punto 12 kildmetros rle abajo, hacla
el Buroeste, donde &l valle del rio g2 va estrechando pars formaf uns
angostura. A la entrads de ests angostura se estd construyendo una
represa bajo los auspicies de la Corporacion Autdénoma Regional del
Cauea, Dicha represe esta destinada a cOMEnzar & recoger agua Dari
un proyecto hidroeléctrico, a fines de 1083, y la zona investigada por
la expedieidn cae dentro ¥ sobre el area del depdsito proyectado.

En esta zona, la altura del valles es de 1,400 metros sobre el mi-
vel del mar v el fondo del valle tlene, en partss, una anchura entre
2 ¥ 4 kildmetros, En la actualidad, el terreno estd bastante despe-
jade, limithndose las selvas 4 1as cimas de las colines circundantes,
milentras que en la zona baja s encuentranm stle algunos bosques
piglados. En su mavor parte estos desmontes se efectuaron hace
gdlo dos generaciones, época en la cual las vertientes se dicen haber
pstado cubiertas ain de densa vegetacion.

Los vestlglos de una ocupackin prehistérica, son frecuentes en
toda 8l &rea. Plataformas de vivlenda, varlando en tamafio desde pe-
guefics sitios adecuados pars une sola caga, hasta terrazas suficien-
temente grandes para varlas, s& encoentran dispersas en las lomaz
gue dominan el valle, A veces se observan plataformas alsladas, pero
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m&s comunments forman pequefios nitcleos de varias viviendas, Se
excavaron zanjas de zonden en algunas de estas plataformas v se he-
llaron fragmentes ceramicos en todas ellas, pero une pequefia pla-
taforma que foe excavada por nosctros en ao cesl totalidad, conm la
esperanza de encontrar en ella vestigios de los postes de la eonstroe-
eidn, no produjo tal evideneia,

En ] fondo del valle, Area que no muesira practlcamente ningu-
na sefial de habitaclones antigeas, se obssrvan, en cambio, resgos
evidentes de un sistemsa de campos cultivedos, constituidos por zo-
nas con franjas paralelas; un sistema de antiguos cultivas en tablsro
de afedres (esta vez sin subdivislones en franjash, = observa gque
cubre grandes zonas de las pendlentes mas altas. A lo largo de las
cimas de algunas lomas que descienden hacle ¢l rio, s& ohservan,
ademés, antiguos senderos ¥ camings, Mo es posible atrlbuir fechas
g ostos sistemas de campos ¥ caminos, ¥ bien podrian datar de una
época postcolombine. Bin embargo, muchos de los campos mis albos
estan siterdos en zonas gue, hace dos generaciones, estaban aln cu-
blertas de selve ¥ habria gue conmeeder un conslderable espacio de
tHempo para la reforestacion de estes sonas, despuds de gque huble-
ran sido abandonndos los campos cultivados. Algunas acumulacio-
nes de pledras, observadas en ciertas partes del valle, tamblén ante-
peden la reciente deforestpeién v podrian constituir pruebs de una an-
tigua actividad de limpieza del terreno,

La expedicién obtuve colecclomes superficiales de 66 sitlos, mu-
chos de Ios cuales no eran adecuados para ser excavados, ya que los
materiales culturales bablan sido meszclados ¥ redepositadoes, s al
cultivar &1 terreno o sea por ls erosidén ¥ los deslzamientos. En wa-
riog sitios se exeavaron zanjas de sondeo ¥ en cuatre gitios de ha-
bitaclén se efectuaron excavaciones extensivas; ademds, se¢ excava-
pan 12 entierros, ¥ se fotografiaron ¥ conservaron materiales cultu-
rales de procedencis conocide, de 37 sltlos més. También se MObogrn-
fiaron 78 petrogiifos,

DESCRIPCION DEL MATERIAL ARQUEOLOGICO

La eerdmica doméstica obtenida en los sltios de habitacidn esta
manufacturads de une areil'a amarills o, & veces, de color grisoso, ¥
contiens un desgrasante arenoso. El espesor de los fragmentos varia
entre 23 ¥ 3 mms, lo Gltimo para las piezas mas delgadas, pero los
fragmentos de vasljas de tamafio mediane ¥ que forman la mayor
parte de la coleccidn superficial, tlenen un espesor promedio de 10
1 15 mms.

Be hallaron fragmentos de vasijas muy grandes, pero son inas
comunes log de reciplentss de un tamafio mediano, de una altura
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de 20 a 30 céntimetros, con cuerpo globular, cuells estrecho ¥ borde
overtido. Algunos de estos reciplentes tlenen en ln parte Inferipr del
cerpo un asa ¥ luego dos algo arriba de la periferia maxima (La-
mins I, 4). Otrozs reciplentes, de Ia misma [orma bdsica, cprecen de
asas. Dentro de la serie de vasijas globulares se poeden ineluir al-
gunas oflez mas o mencs esféricas, gue tienen uni base alta. Las va-
gijms mas pequefias Incluyen uns serie de reciplentes semiglobuola-
res abiertos, asi como algunss vasijas con un marcado édmgulo peri-
férico; todas Ina vasijas enteras de estas dos dltimes categorias tie-
nen pequenas bases anulares (Lamina I, 1-2i.

El exterlor de las wasijas frecuenbemente estd cubierto de pin-
tura roja o de wn bafio, ¥ muchas vasljas tienen wna estrechs franja
de pintura en el interfor del borde. Existen ejemplares con pintura
negativa en negro sobre rojo, bazindose los motivos produeidos en esta
téenicn decorativa, en grupos de lineas paralelas que alterman con
zonas rellenas de pinfura (Lamina I, 3). Ciertes vasilas de ajunr Tu-

Hon relativamente raros los motivos basados en lineas rectas ¥ cuan-

Lo motivos ineisos son diferentes, tanto en su estilo como en su
técnica. Mo existen lineas curvas ¥ ¢l motivo mas comun es €1 de unn

Uno de los dibujos pearece representar wna embarcacion. De las T
rocas estudiadss, no mas que § tenen mobtives inclsps, Dos rochs,
por cierto, muestran motives incisos ¥ pieados, pero ahi tamblén loz
eztilog s digtinguen v la presencia de las dos téenicas en la mismi
roca no indieca necesariamente su contemporaneldad.

Es dificll guerer sslgnar una fecha a estos petroglifos, Fragmen-
toa cerimicos del tipe Callma usual se encontraron dispersos em Ia
superficie ¥ regados en la tierra cerca de varins de estas rocas, ¥y en
un gitio tres piedras lisas ¥ una grabada habian sldo transportadas
¥ colocadas en el borde de una plataforme de habitacidn. Toda la
cerdmics excavads en esta plataforma fue del tipo descrito arriba.

La ceramicp de estllo Calima muestra pocas relaclones con los
complejos cerdmicns del sur de Colombia, o saber, los oskilos Tierra-
dentro, Szn Agustin ¥ Narifio (Bennett, 19442) ¥ tampoco se relacionn
pon loz materinles arqueclégicos encontrados por G. Reichel-Dolma-
toff (MBS} en el rio San Juan, al oeste del Calima, El material cultural
del Calima comparte con la ceramica Quimbaya una preferencia por:

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UNA SECUENCIA ARQUEDLOGICA EN LAS VECINDADES
DE BUGA, COLOMBIA

Este frabajo resume los resulfados de upa expedicion de reconoci-
miento ¥ excavacidn, llevados a cabo durante el verano de 1984 cer-
ei de la poblacidn de Bugs (Depto. del Vallel, en &l Valle del rio Cau-
ca, Tolombia (fig, 7). El drea fue anteriorments, én lo que s relte-
re g argueclogia, un cabo suelte.

Tnos 30 km. hacls el oeste, en la vertiente Pacifica de la Cordi-
llera Oceldental, s¢ he eomprobado In existencia de terrazaz de ha-
bitackén ¥ tumbas en el altoc Valle del rio Calima, alrededor de la
nueve represa. cerca de la poblacion del Darién; pero ninguno de
extos asitios demostrd estretificacion o evidencin de ocupackin por lar-
go tempo (Bray, 1963). Una rutg faell une Darlén con Buga, ¥ por
esto g2 pensd gue los profundos sedimentoz del valle del rio Cauca pu-
dieran presentar la clags de sitios estratificados que no aparecian en
la cordillera.

El valle del rio Cauca en este punfto estd s 1000 m. sobre el nivel
del mar. La extension del terreno anegadizo varia entre los 10 ¥ 156
km. de ancho ¥ proporclona una de las tiermas mas vicas para la agri-
cultura en el pais. Los primercs cronistas espafioles, informaron que

Wuestro reconocimiento corrobd los recuentes historieos histdrl-
cos ¥ demestrd que ol piso del Valle estaba densamente poblado des-
de, por 1o menos, &l siglo XII DC. hasta la conquista. o hay terrazas
de habitacién nl formas arquitectdnicas reconocibles o basureros lo
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suficlentemente voluminosos para aparecer eomo monticulos, pero los
sitlos presentan la apariencle de reguercs de tlestos en onmpos de
cultivo o de cristales en los baneos del rle Cauen, euvo curss acknal
atravieza varios poblados antiguos.

{msb sugieren que no hubo [ase Yoboro pura en esta area, Hubo, sin
embargo, comercio a todo 1o largo de los Andes durante los siglos an-
teriores a la Conguists Espaficla, habiéndose levade ceramica Quin-
dio al Departamento de Warlfio en la fronters ecuatoriana (Retchel-

Los disefios de pintura negativae en la cerdmica del complejo Son-
s, son ejecutados Invariablemente aplicando un color negro sobre

incluyendo tode clase de espirales ¥ disefos escalonados, agoellos de

La ceramica Bonso estda mas ampliamente distribuida gue la ¥o-
toeo ¥ 5o ha trazado so existencla desde Vijes al morte, & lo largo de
B0 k. del terremo del Valle, AGn mas al sur, en Palmaseca, 10 km.
al noreste de Cali, el profesor Julls Cubillos ha excavado material que
tlene mucho en comin con Sonso. En el informe de radiocarbono
(Long ¥ Mielke, 1867 p. 37T) =8 dice gue Palmaseca pertenecs al gom-

8e conocen tan al norte como en Anding-
polis en el bopde del terreno Quimbaya, a lo largoe del rio Calims
rin-abajo, hasta su confluencia con el rio Bravo en Campoalegre, a
través de todo €] Municipio de Restrepo ¥ In regidn de El Dorado,
en ung cantidad de sitios en La Cumbre, ¥ en la vertlente del alto
rio Dague en las vecindades de Atuncela, cerce a la poblaclin de
Dagua (fig. 2V). Las éstribaciones de la Cordillera Ceniral han sido
poco exploradas; sin embarge, algunas vaslias de aparlencia Sonso

DE {GrN-4667). La excavacidn de Cubillos en Palmaszeca, tlene fe-
cha de 1140 4 180 DO (3I-254), ¥ una manifestacion en el banco del
rio en Yocambo dié uns clfra de 1580 = ™ DC (GrM-4683). Los de-
positos Boneo en el valle del rio Callma afiaden otros datos: 12354
60 DC (IVIC-1801 de trozos de madera ascciados con cerdmica Sonso
en la fimea Varsovia, ¥ 1280 = 85 DO (NPL-80) de un deposito de
desperdicios en una tomba de pogo ¥ camars sin usar, en el cementerio
de La Primavers.

Lg fase Sonso debld empezar, entonces, alrededor de los afios

La yuce la comian méis hervida
gue en forma de cazabe y por supuesto no 8 debe esperar la apariokdin
de budares en bog sitios arquecligices, Bin embarge, las semillas de
polen {7 del tipo “Croton Manthot™ eran relativamente abundan-
tes en loz niveles mmediataments superiores e Inferiores al estrato
Honso, ¥ Wymstra (ms} piensa en la probabilidad de guoe la planta
fuera cultivada en ls wecindad.

Los fabricantes de la cerimica Sonso s8 asemejan a oiras gen-
tes gue habitaron los flancos de los valles de los rlos Cauca ¥ Mag-
dalena, compartiendo lo que Reichel-Dolmatoff ha lamado patrones
de oultura “sub-andines”, distinguidos por peguefics agropamientos
politicos, de agriculturs eficients ¥ un nivel comin de tecnologia ¥
rasgos arqueciogicos tales como tumbas de pozo ¥ cémara, caminos
metates de pledra, petroglifos, ¥ platalormas habitacionales artifi-
clales en las [aldas de las colinas (Relchel-Dolmatoff, 1961, 1965
pp, B0-116). Todas estas caracteristicas aparecen en la versiim cordi-
llerana del complejo Sonso, sundgwe las plataformaes habitacionales
v los grabados en la roca, no se encusniran en la parte bajs del Valle
del Cauca donde e terreno es plano ¥ no hay pledras,

La ceramica Sonso muestra ona similitud familiar, generalmen-
te, con la cerdmica de rio Bolo ¥ Quebrada Beca vecinas hacla el sur
{Ford, 1644}, Entre los rasgos que comparten estin! el modelads au-
tropomorio, patrones crugndos incisos, “bordes con refuerzo externo en
forma de banda®™ (fig. 30 j), zones contrastantes con bafio ¥ sin babo,
v &l usg de alguns decoracidn rayada o punteadsa, En cada uno de
estos estlles, sinembargo, los rasges individuales se combinan en for-
ma distintiva, ¥ cads complejo tiene su propia serie earacteristion de
formas.

La metalurgla ¥ la cerdmica Sonso también muestran lagos con
el Quindio, pero por falta de cronologia relativa para los estilos "“Quim-
baya" es imposible decir cudles categorias de la cerdmica del Quindioc
son contemporineas con Sonso.

Por 1o menos,
dos reciplentes antropomorfos Sonso, legaron hesta el guindio (Du-
gue Gdmes, 1963 pl.

p.- 95},

La cerimics de pinturs negativa propone importantes preguntas.
Haberland (1857, dizcutid la distribuclén de esta téendea desde Beua-
dor haska el Istmo, pero su estudio fue interrumpido por la fslia de
secuenciaz de cerdmica reglonal ¥ por 1a falta de informacion crono-
logiea, Bn las vesindades de Buga, se comprobd la posibllidad de de-
finir un estilo de pintura tempranc (Yoboco), basade en disefios car-
vilineos complejos, ¥ un estilo tardio (Sonsol, con motives que se Ll-
miktan a patrones de espacio-y-franja. Si esta distinelon ez aplicable
al resto de Celombia, los disefios de espaclo-y-franja pueden tener
valor eronolégico eome indicadores de ana fecha tardia pre-conguista,
Hasta que otras secuencizs arqueclogicas locales estén disponibles,
esta hipdtesiz e5 mids una profesia que un hecho establecido, pero di-
zefios slmilares pueden trazarse desde €l norte del Ecoador hastas Pa-
nami como un elemento com(n en on ndmero de estilos ceramicos
de los cuzles en otra maners serian diferentes. El uso de motivos
individuales varia de una regidn a otre, pero ¢l patein de espacto-y-
franja, e manticne como la unidad bésica de dizefio.

La cerimica de Marifio desorits por Bennett se extlende a tra-

La definicion se basa en tiestos de, por lo me-
nos, seis vasijas encontradas en diferentes lugares de la exesvacion,
pero en le misme posicion estratigrafica. No hubo ninguna otra acu-
mulacion arguenldgica, nl signos de orificios de poste: o acumulacio-

Estd adn sin
fechar, pero podemos sugerir en forma tentativa, que es una cerdmica
comtempordnea del primer periode Colomial El assntamiento abori-
gen en el Valle aleanzd su climax durante el periodo Scnso, el cual,
en hagse a las fechas de radlocarbono, parece haber durade hasta Ia
Conguists, Poco después de la Negada de los espafioles, ol nibmero
de indios fue muy reducids v la mayoria de los sobrevivientes fneron
absorbidos fisica ¥ culturaimente por la poblacién mestiza.

CERAMICA DE BUGA

Bajo este titulo se han agrupade més de 50 vasijas de 12 locali-
dades, por lo menos, Le cerdmica, gue incluye varlos conjuntos de
tumbags, fue hallada en fineas ampliamente diseminadas por el Valle,
¥ no ha pasadoe por lae manos de comerciantes o eoleccionistas, Be
pueden considersr precisas a8 procedencias, pero la informacidn ge-
neral es limitada ¥ no se puede revizsar. La cerimicn, sin embarge, for-
ma un conjunte homogéneo, que no s& acemods fdcllments a la s¢-
enencia de fases enumeradas anterlormente.

INTERCAMBIO PREHIEPANICD DE SAL

tre otras cosas, un menor interds hacln el arte ¥ las pricticps funera-
rias ¥ una mayor bisgoeds de evidencias de la economis y ecologia
antiguas, que son las bases sobre las cuales necesarlamente se lleva-
ron & cabo todas las otras acclones ¥ desareollos culfurales. Exlo ha
Devado tamblén & une revalupelin culdadosa de las evidencias utiliza-
das en la reconstruccion, especialmente en los problemas del enfoguoe
histdrlen directs, En Colombla este camble de énfasis en la arguealo-
gia ha prodocido muchos trabajos excelentes sobre las culturas mas
tempranas de los Periodos Paleoindiano y Mesolitico/Neolitico pero,
curlpsaments 52 ha pdelantado muy poea investigacldin ¥ reavalio de
las aivilizaciones posteriores, Al tratar sobre estas eulturas, se ha fte-
nido que depender en gran parte de los materiales de excavaciones,
generalmente clandestinaz, de los cementerios. Lo gue existe para la ma-
yoria de lag dress de Colombia es informaclén que nos da alguna idea
sobre las practicas funerarias ¥, probablemnents, sobre las creencias
religiosas v alguna idea obvia sobre parte de su teenologia.

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ANCIENT POTTERY OF THE MIDDLE CAUCA VALLEY,
COLOMBIA

The anelent remains of the central Cauca drainage, an area to-
day formed by the departments of Caldes, Risaraids, Quindlo, south-
ern Antioquia and northern Valle, are commonly referred to as Guim-
baya, after & small tribe which inhabited the area of Cartago at the
time of the Spanish Conguest, Thers is Httle doubt that some of these
antiquities must pertain to the historie Quimbays and still less doubt
that the majority of them do not In 1986, as a doctoral thesls proj-
ect at the University of Californin, Berkeley, T began a stylistic study
of the Quimbaya ceramies in an attempt to define the several different
cultural complexes which make up this heterogenoons group. Thizs study
was baged only on already existing collections, both museum and pri-
vate, and hence was made doubly difficult First becauvsze there were
Tew If any archaelogical associations preserved, the majority of pliecss
not gven having sure proventence and second because any collectiom
made for aesthetie reasons will be skewed in the direction of the
more elaborate pleces. Although I was able to define five major styles
(or complexes, o complex belng the full range of vessel types in uss
at one tmel I had wery little information about distributioms or
interrelationship of these grouns, In 1970 I led an archaeclogical sor-
vey project in the Depts, of Quindio and Valle. Over 60 =ites were dis-
coversd and studied, and & number of tombs were excavated. This
project confirmed the reslity of the original stylistic grouplngs and
amplified the range of céramie fypes In the several complexes. Sam-
ples of organic material from the tombs were submitted for radiocar-
bon testing and, for the frst time, absolute dates for the “Quim-
bays culfure” wers obtained.

The following description of the ceramics of the mlddle Cauca
reglons iz based both upon the earller work done for my thesis and
upon the work I did in 1980 and 1970, T would like to thank especially

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THE CERAMIC COMPLERER

The archasological ceramics of the Middle Cauca Valley fall into
about eight groups on the basis of surface treatment and decoration.
Archaelogieal evidence now enabies us to compress this into four
major ceramic complexes, each representing the vessels made and in
use within thiz ares at one time, These complexes have different dis-
tributions in both time and space as far as iz knowm Two of them
can be dated. Because all of the ceramics come from the group com-
mgnly ealled Quimbaya I have given the complemes differsnt names
based wpon either their geographic distribution or decorative charac-
teriatios.

The Middle Canca Complex,

Remains of the Middle Cauca complex are found in an area
reaching from Buga in the south to somewhat north of Medellin and
In such guantities as to sugpest that this was the prevalling local
style throughout this large aren, There s liEkle local variation in decora-
tion or in shape, The one easily recognizeable substyle {on the basis
of decoratlon) 1z Bray and Moseley's Yotoco style which, despite fis
name, 5 [ound throughoot the entire ares, (Bray & Mossley, 19060-
T01. The most characteristic ware of this complex iz & thin hard paste
cergmle decorabed in black resist over red and white slip. Both vessels
and figurines are known in this style and there iz & large variety
aof plastic decorated utilitarian pottery as well The sites of the Mid-
dle Caues culiure ispeaking only of Quindio and northern Vallel
are large, often covering several hectares. There is mo visible archi-
tecture, the sites consisting of a fairly thin scatter of broken pot-
tery, ground and chipped stone tools, grinding implements and the
like. The few known models of buildings (on effigy vessels) indicate
that the houses were rectangular and had gabled thatched roofs, We
cinnot be sure if the sites consisted of a single large house or of
several smaller houges. Investigation of a number of sltes In Quindio
provided somée évidence of both types of settlement and both are
pitested o In the docoments from the time of the Spanish Con-
guest. All of the Middle Cauca sites investigated were located near
running water and on fairly level ground. The zites do not seem o
have been chosen for thelr defensibility, sites are located equally on
ridge tops and on river terraces. The relative shallowness of the mid-
den suggests that the villages were moved falrly frequently. Many
of the village sites are associated with extiensive ridged field systerms.
This and the large number of grinding implements found in thess
gites suggests Intenszive agriculture based on malze, with per-
haps, some secondary dependence on tuberous crops such 85 yucs
iManihet esculenta Erante),

The burial of the dead was in shaft and chamber tombs of varying
depths and forms. The tombs are grouped together in cemetaries but
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it seems that the village and the cemetary were often cotérminous.
There Iz no way of telling however, whether burials were made in
the inhabitad village or in an abendoned one. Bites of this period are
5o numerous (at least In Quindio and Northern Valle) that 1t would be
almost impossible to build anything in an ares that was not at one
time Inhabited. From deseriptions of these tombs In  Arango
(1623-24) and from other goaguerps it seems that multiple and re-
tainer burlal was common. The large tombs with multiple burlals
are the deepest {over 3-5 m, in depth) and are the ones which con-
tain quantities of metal. As far as is known most boriels were made
with the body extended and the grave goods placed around the eorpee.
The chamber was then filied with clean earth. Only the largest and
despest tombs séem to have had an unfilled chamber.

There is good evidence that the people who made the Middle Cau-
eg style potbery occupiesd much of the Cordillera Cenftral and Middle
Cauca Valley at one time in the past. There seem to be few local
differences in the artifacts over this rather large aren suggesting
some sort of unified culture although, at the prezsent fime, there is no
particular evidence of any political unity. REadiocarbon dates for the
Middle Cauca ceramic indicate that they wers gquite late, falling
around 1100 AD, (see thble 1},

THE CALDAS COMPLEX

Following the Middle Cauca Complex is a serles of closely related
styles which are broadly characterized by resist black painting on
red slip. These styles date apparently a cenfury or so later. The
southern varleties of these ceramics are commonly called Sonso (Bray
and Moseley, 1971} or Callma (in & very general senes), I am calllng
the northern sbyles Caldsg since the most closely related wvarlents
gpecur in the ares of what wes formerly the department of Caldas
Both the Sonso and the Caldas complexes are clearly derived from the
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Middle Cauca complex both in terms of shapes and technigues, but
there la much more diversity, especially in decorative motifs. There
Is also much more diversity in figurine forms, ,.the famous sguare
“Quimbaya™ figurines are associnted with one substyle of the Csldas
complex as are many types of painted hollow Mgurines,

Oaldas sites (again in Quindio and northern Valle) are much
rerer than those of the Middle Caucs culture, Usually they consist
of a small number of Caldaz sherds loealized in one ares of & Middle
Canca site. Both grave lots and the few absolute dates show that the
two complexes are quite separate. Caldas cemetaries are again in
villages but there i= some indication that they are In ald village sites,
There 18 some mixture of tombe in & cemetary, but generaly the ma-
jority of tombs will be either Caldas or Middle Cawea. Caldas tombs
are also shaft and chamber tombs and, although the sites are small
and many fewer in number than those of the Middle Caucs complox,
many large rich burials have been reported, More common though
seem to be smaller poor (v goods) burials. There s some Indication
that cremation or secondary burlal gradually replaced inhumation
during this period. Radiecarbon tests run on charcoal from a burisl
of this culture in Tebalda (Guindio} gave dates of 1300 + 00 apd
WEh = 1M (GAK & GAK). Comparable material from Valle 15 dated
approximatedly 12-1400 AD.

Technleal aspects of Middle Canca and Caldas ceramies,

Technically speaking all of the anclent sergmbcs from this aren
are very similar although thers are great differences tn form and in
style of decoration. Although an attempt was made to delineate further
the ceramie groupings by color, paste and technigue of construction
nong of these aspects show a distinetive clustering in a single group.
Some groups of ceramics have a higher peréentage of reduced or
oxldized vessels than others, bob all of the major cerarmic groups
contain all gradations between the two axtremes,

The peste of Middle Cauca and Caldas ceramics 1s invariably tem-
pered with sand. The types of sand used are the same far all subgronps.
There I8 some evidence that specifie types of sand might indicate
specific localities but provenience information on the vasi majority
of vessels Iz too poor Lo permit much testing af this sort of hypothes’s,
Types of sand temper observed were a white quariz sand, oftan
mixed with brown and grey non-quartz particles, white quarts sand
mixed with mica and/or obsidian, and a very micaceous sand which
glitters slightly when there i o new bresk made In the paste. The
only two types of temper which eould be even provislonally associabed
with specific proveniences are the white guartz and black chsidian
mixture which 8 most common In vessels from the area of Manizates
(Caldas) and the very micaceous sand which occcurs mainly In ves-
sels said to be from the vicinity of Riosueio, also in Caldas. All of the
gand used seems to be riverine in ongin. The size of the sand par-

carelessly made weszels which were apparently used for some do-
mestic purpose,

The percentage of temper In paste is quite variable. Generally it
seems to be guite heavy, approxmately 15 to 209%. A few vessels, main-
I¥ belonging to the Applique-Incised group (a subdivision of the
Caldas complex), have a much heavier temper, up to about 40%, and
the paste is gquite friable on this account. A very few pieces seem to
have no temper at all, These are all spindle whorls and a type of
miniatore vessel which is related to the spindle whorls in decoration.
The finenezs and amount of temper seems to be more related to the
gize of the vessel than to any other variable such as ceramic complex
or area of origin.

The color of the paste varies from dark red through the orange
tones to tan and then to grey in a steady progression. All variations
of color can be s=eén In any given ceramic group, The variation seems
to be related to firing conditions since & single vessel will have areas
of differently colored paste, Every complex has an occaslonal vessel
with & very fine white or cream colored paste. This seemes to be the same
clay which 13 more commonly wsed (in the Middle Cauea complex
and on some figurines of the Caldas complexh as o white sip. A very
few vesaels are totally reduced but, with the exeeption of a few wves-
sels from an almost totally unknown style from the vieinity of Villa
Maria and Manizales In Caldas, no vessel seems to have been intention-
ally smoked black.

Firing seems to have been done by the open pit or hearth method.
Omne clue to the conditions of firing is the extreme varlability of the
color of the paste within a glven ceramie complex. Condrol of oxygen
was apparently not good zince many vessels seem to have been un-
intentionally reduced and thers iz also a very high percentage of firc
clonded vessels, In fact the great majovity of vessels, decorated or
undecorated, have some degree of fire clouding Many vessels also
exhibit char marks where a plece of foel fell upon them during the
firing. Patterns of oxidation and reduction glve some clues to the
method of stacking the vessels during firing. The interlor of most
anular bases is reduced suggesting that such vessels wore simply atood
upright for firing. The locatlon of other fire clouds and reduction
marks suggests that open vessels were occasionally stacked (especially
vessels which were destined for cooking or some other domestlc pur-
pose) and that larger vessels and jars were placed side by side, often
touching slightly, The marks and reduction pakberns nre remarkable
consistent throughout the various ceramie complexes and suggest
that whatewer eultural and stylistic changes wers taking place, in
terms of technology the pottery making tradition of this area was
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very stable. Firing seems to have been at relatively high temperatures
and most of the thinner vessels “ring” when tapped. Only one Lype
of pottery, Appligue-Incized ware, shows an appreciable difference
In temperature of firing,..the cooking and wtility vessels of this
Eroup are much soffer and more breakable than those of other
complexes. In gemeral, domestic vessels seem to have been fired at
the same temperatures as the more finely decorated vessels. Temper-
ature control during firing seems to have been guite good, even, if the
oxygen control was nob, since thera Iz great uniformity of hardness
within the varlous complexes, Presumably the fuel used was eane
or wood since there were no lerge domestle enimals to provide dung
for fuel

Construction techniques are agaln remarkably uniform over a
large distance and through considerable periods of time, Well over
90% of all vessels of all complexes are called. The sige of the colls
used Is quite variable, depending on the size, decoration, and pre-
sumably, ultimate use of the vessel being made. Often the coils ap-
pear to have been quite thin as if the coil were rolled and
tattened before it was added to the vessel Some of the smaller pleces
appear to have been formed of very thin colls. When the coils were
joined the vessels appear to have been thinned by seraping nside and
out, Serape marks are visible on many vessels, espectally on the in-
ferior. This scraping was, éven on the thinnest vessels, relatively su-
perficial since most vessels show Ieint traces of the original coll
construction.

Slab constroction was also quite important, especially a=s an aux-
fliary to coiling and In the construction of flgurines, Many of the
annular bases seem to have been formed from 8 single flattened cotl
or siab. The occastonal rectangular or drum shaped vesssls all seem
to have been slab constructed. In general though the use of wide Hat-
tened colls seems to have beéen more common than the troe slab
method.

Finch construction was not eommon and restricted mainly to the
formation of heavy basee and perhaps to making the bottom ssction
of open forms such as bowls and conical vases. A few small cups
werg formead entirely by plncehing, but these are not st all common.

The use of the pottery mould was apparently not known in this
areéa, Bome vessels show signz of having had their lower section form-
ed by pressing a flat piece of elay into or over 3 finlshed wvessel,
Thiz type of construction was espectally common in the conical
badied forms of the Middle Cauca and Caldas complexes where a son-
fcal wases often seems to have been used ez the bpse form for
wmphorae, Analogous to this rather obyious use of o base for support-
Ing a large single plece of clay is the use of pleces of basketry as sup-
ports for ligurine bodies, Beveral broken figurines show that the body
of the larger hollow figurines was formed around a tubs of basketry,
which burned out during firing. The use of moulds Tor desoration
of any kind was apparently unknown or unused. All modeled decoration
is done by hand upon a coiled base form, Btamps and cylinder geals
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are wery common acfifacts fn both Middle Cawca and Caldas but
these were not used for decorating ceramics. All. Impressed or inctsed
decoration was likewise done by hand, weing a stick or a piece of
cane, Often the end of the implement seems to have been shaped to
produce & specifically shaped Indentation in the clay but no form of
mechanical impressicn stems to have been used.

Finishing technlgues nclude sceaping, wiping, burnishing, pollsh-
ing, and retouching of modeled features. All colled vesselzs were
seraped to obliterate the eoil joins and then wiped, apparently (ko
judge from the marks) with a piece of cloth, In addition to the
seraping snd wiplng most vessels were painted and burnished, even the
cooking vessels baving s small amount of decoration. Burnlshing seems
to have been done with a small stone or, perhaps, an animal tooth
sinee the strokes are generally quite marrow, The burnishing strokes
are usually goite wisible and fairly regularly applied, There 15 Do usa
of decorative patlern burnishing.

Most of the slip painted wares are polished on the decorated
surface. The damp vessel was rubbed to & high gloss, probably with
the zame sort of tool used for burnishing. Generally only the deco-
rated surface iz polished. In open vessels with decorated exteriors
ysually the interior 1s stmply slipped and given a low burnish. Polish-
ing iz found on the painted rims of some of the more elaborate wiil-
itarian vessels too, although the rest of the vessel In this case &
usually simply wiped. The polishing strokes were adminiztered with
a light hand and even the most highly polished vessels have a slight-
I¥ lumpy surface showlng where the colls join.

Blip palnting in shades of red and orange and whits s found
thoughout the Middle Cauca Valley. The exact shades of color vary, pre-
sumably with the source of the clay for slip, but in general palnted ves-
sels are given a coat of slip of a redder color than the paste. There
was apparently lUttle or no usa of different red and oranges to glve
& multleolored effect save in one little known style from the area
of Weira In Cgldas. The only other painting technigue in commeon
use was that of negative or resist painting to glve a black and red wes-
%61 without having to resort to double firing. Resist painting was the
commonest form of decoration of the fine wares of both the Middle
Cavueca and Caldas complexes. This is & post Iring technigue in whith
the slip painted, polished and fired wvessel is painted (on the areas
which are to be biack) with a plant resin, The portions of the vessel
surface which are to remain the slip color are hianked out with,
usuelly, clay slip. The vessel 15 then he'd over an open fire until the
plant resin chars creating & black design which 1z somewhat permested
into the vessel body, The vessel is cooled and brushed to remove the
masking material and the result iz a slightly shiny black on red design.
This black iz guite permanent, surviving for hundreds of years under
conditions which are not favorable. Even when it has been erased
through time or chemieal action there {5 wsaally o falnt shiny cloud on
the vossel surface showing where the reslst design was used. Vessels
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with resist black decoration cannot however be fired again or the
resist painting will burn out, leaving the plain =lip once again,

MIDDLE CAUCA CERAMICE,

The ceramle complex which I have ealled Middle Cauca 15 one
of the best known both archaeologically and in terms of art history.
Originally identified on the basls of grave lots, as has been mentlonsd
before, it is now validated by archaelogical information from a num-
ber of sites In the Middle Cauca ares,

The Middle Cauce complex conslsts of several sub-groups of eéram-
lez divided Inte “wares” on the basls of surface treatment and
decoration. These groups are Three Color Reslst, Punctate Resist and
Heavy White and Resist on Orange. Thess wares are the finely decorat-
ed ceramies of the complex, Tt has not been possible with the lmited
amount of assoctated material to separate the domestic pottery of Cal-
das and Middle Cauca.

Three Color Reslst potbery s the most elaborate and best known of
the pgroup of archacological ceramics popularcily called “Quimbaya",
The paste is usually cxldized, very thin and very hard, The color range
iz malnly in the orange tones, with a fair number of tan or tannish
crange paste vessels. A very few specimens, nsually larger pleces, have
8 gEray core In the otherwise oxidized paste. However, most piecses have
some fire clouding. In this complex pieces that were badly fire clouded
of accidentally reduced encugh to give the white slip more than a
faint greyish tinge were not further decorated with negative painting
but were used without further decoration. All of the plain red and white
pleces seen have exactly the same arrangement of red and white slip
as the resizt painted vessels and most are marred by faulty firing.

The most common shape of vesssl In the Middle Cauca complex
is o footed cup. This 13 & vessel with & globolar or hemispherical bowl
and & low annular base, The bowl may have a narrow verktleal or
slightly flaring rim and many vessels have a pair of little modeled tabs,
ong on. either side of the rim. Some examples also have o ralsed
cireular boss, formed of a plece of clay luted onto the wveszel wall,
on ong side of the bowl, Most of these cups are rather gmall, the aver-
age range is from 7 to 9 cm. in height with the foot usually belng
about one gquarter the total height. Some cups have & Yery narrow
ring base made of o single coll of clay nstead of the more common sev-
eral eoil annular base. There are a very few outsize cups (10 to 25 cm.
in helght), these have a conical body and in terms of decoration, both
painted and modeled, are closer to the cups of the Caldas complex.

Two other body shapes are known on looted cups, one & straight
sided bowl with no inwards curve at the top, The bowl ks a hit desper
and usually these have the very narrow ring base but otherwise they
are Indistinguishable from the more common hemispherical bowied
cups. The other form 12 very rare and consists of an oval bowl (and
basel. Thesze have a face in applique on one or both exterdsr sides
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The faces are identical in style and econstroction to those on the
maore commaon Iaterally flattersd Tice neck Jirs-Thess cups are usually
a litfle larger than the others, abooth 1% em. in height is average.

Howls opeur in o restricted number of shapes, The most common is
8 hemispherical bowl with a8 narrow flaring or vertical rim. These
bowls are in form identical to the cup bowls but they have a flattened
bottom and no ring base. Meny are decorated with low applied band
around the bowl just below its midpoint. This was formed of a single
coll attached after the bowl had been formed and scraped. The size
range of the bowis iz restricted, most falling between T and 10 cm.
in height and 12 to 18 cm. in diameter,

The other bowl shape Iz a slightly straighter slded version of the
hemizpherical bowl., This shape Invariably has a heavy rolled rim,
They are smaller and guite rare. Most bowls are decorated (painted
and polished) on both exterior and interlor surfaces

More common (In total numbers) than bowls in Three Color Hega-
tive are conlcal wvases. There s some variation in  shape
but all fall within the sameé size range, approximately & to 14 cm. in
height. There seem to be few or no very large or small conical vases
and no specific shape varlety ls associated with any more restricted
size range. The most common of the conteal vases iz one which is truly
conical bot with a flat bottom. The rim 15 ususlly sqguared off slightly,
This is the shape which i5 also commaonegst In the Caldas complax where
it hos more variation os size and shape. 4 varlation on this form has
& narrow outward flaring rim placed above the incurve ab the top,
The rim often extends slightly into the interior of the vase forming a
slight ridge. These rimmed vases may have a raiged circolar boss such
as are Tound more frequently on bowls. The other most common varia-
tion of the confeal vase has stealght slded, outwards flaring walls
without any eorve at the top. The rim on these 1s ususlly squared off.
The base of this type of conieal vase 1s often guite broad and the
fiare of the wall iz usually not pronounced. All conical vases may have
a pair of tabs placed on the rim as on oups and may as well have the
raized ¢entral band that is also seen on bowls, This is wsoally placed on
the upper half of the vesseéls however. Another occasional modeled
decoration iz that of amall vertical fillets attached to either slde of the
body.

The specific usez of these cups, bowls and vases are nol Enown.
All are found in midden associated with cooking vessels and warlous
tools. Some ceremonial use for the conical vases is indicated by Ethe
existence of several examples which are attached to a modeled bench
of the sort upon which figurines of the “"caclgue” type are shown
zeated,

The amphora iz the most commen type af jar in both Middle Cauca
and Caldas. Like its Greek counterpart the Colombian amphora has
i very elongated, conical body, & sharp break to the rounded shoulder,
and a faring neck. Amphorae moy have elther flattened or rounded
bottoms, The body shape is muech the same as that of the coniesl
vase and some of the rare ouktsize conical vases (found only in the
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Caldas complex) appear to be amphorae without the addition of the
neck and shoulder. The amphora {5 the most popular jar form in the
Middle Caues complex and is much elaborated upon, both structurally
and in the form of applled and modeled decoration. There are a great
many¥ variations in the baslc shape. many veszelzs for example, have
exaggeratedly flaring sides and a tiny base, Others are very tall and
narrow, There 18 aleo o great deal of variation in neck form.  although
the relatively tall flaring neck of the illustrpted example is the most
aommon. Very tall stralght necks, low flaring ones, bulbous necks with
a little rim and composite sllhoustte necks of various forms arce also
cofmmon. Most amphorae are quite large, the average zize iz between
20 and 30 cm. in helght. There are a few under 20 om. and a somewhat
larger number over 35 cm. or s0. Freguently zmall handles or other
appendages are applled to the exterior surface of the vessel as sup-
plementary decoration to the painting. The most common of these are
emall plerced tab handies or Little squared tabs placed at the body/
shoulder joln on either side of the amphora. These are sometimes
modeled into the shape of frogs or lizards, An occasional vessel has
two pairs of these handles, one pair on the shoulder joing, the other
palr at mid-body or, as varient, the second palr may be placed
on the neck. HNone of these handles seems to be functional, since nll
are very amall in relatlon to body size. Often the pierced handies have
such zmzll holes that only & rather fine thread could pazs throogh,
Other kKinds of small applied decoration such as fillets, bosses, or model-
ed adornes (nvarlably frogs, lzards of monkeys) are also common. All
of these decorations sre located on the shoulder of the amphora.
Angther kind of falely common decoration iz a face neck, This type of
amphora has a bulbous neck wpon which is appligued a human face.
The faces are all very slmilar and have tab ears, zlit eves with raised
edges and o simple slit for & mouth: often theé mouwth iz absent.
Usually these faces have a large modeled nose with a corkserew type
nose ornpment, (These latter are, in gold or copper, common in the
tombs of the Middle Cauca region.) The face neck amphorae, unlike
ather amphorae, often have large vertieal bandles in back which are
large enough to be funciional

Angther type of face neck jar 1=z also relptively common in the
Middle Cauea complex. This type has a ¢carinaied body and a wide
flaring neck. The botiom is flat. The vessel has been flattened laterally
to give the neck, and offen the body as well, an oval profile. Often
there i5 a flat strap handle placed inslde the neck or & pair of hori-
zontal strap handles slong the keep on the slde opposite the face or
on either end. An occasional example has & raised basket handle is-
guing from the neck The face (or faces, sinee many pisces have a
face on either sidel are formed of long slit evés and mouth and a
large mose, again often with a corkscrew ormament. There 18 some
usze of puncluation and ineiston for further decoratlon and many
heave a necklace or collar modeled out of flllets and pellets of clay.
These collars too are very similar to actoal examples from tombs of
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the reglon, the real ones being made of stone, shell and metal beads
They olten also wear “golf tee" ear plugs or mulbple earrings in
clay which are Hkewise similar of metal ornamepts,

In addition to these two common types of face neck jars there are
a number of other uncommon types, Thess canmot be related to the
major forms of the Middle Cawca complex bot do resemble in Ehelr
modeling some of the lgurines [rom Middle Caoog burlals so they
ma¥ perhaps be consldered as being local or temporal varients of the
Middie Cauca skyle.

The Middle Cauves complex b5 unlgue in that, as o rare form, It
has only stirrup bottles found in Colombla. Like the much more com-
mon and better known Peruvisn stirrup bottles these combine a
handle and a spoat. Otherwize they form a geoup of veszels completely
different from any other culfures, concept of the stirrop bottle. All
of the known stirrup bottles are of the same basie shape. The body
l= conical with a sharp break between the shoulder end the body.
The bottom §s flat. Upon this basically amphora body 8 broad stirrup
is placed. The spout is modeled in the form of a hesd, identical to
those of the common flgurine vaszes and the top opening, like the fig-
uring vases, 5 an oval hole in fhe fop of the head. An occasional
gtirrup bottle has amall modeled arme applied to the stirrop (Fig. 54).

There are also a5 a rare form 3 few pot stands in the Middle Caacn
complex. Thege are usually fairly tall (gll examples are over 30 cm.j
and flared &t both ends, All are formed by coilling and one example
was slipped and polished on both gldes.

Mearrazas and whistling bottles, seems o be quite common in
the Middle Cawea complex. These are of both effigy and non-effigy
forms. Most of the former are usually classified as "Calima™ in style
but they are known to be as frequent in the “Cuimbays™ aréa and,
in fack, are known from ag Iar north sz Medellin, Both effigy and
non-effigy forme are painted with the eommon Middle Cauca designs,
varients on the Yotoco substyle being the most frequent. A fairly
large percentage, especially of the modeled pieces, were apparently
never palnted with rezsist designs, but left plain red and white, Most
non-effigy vesssls are globular with a small, straight sided dome
maodeled on the top, out of the dome isswe the spouts and handle. Plain
globular pieces (without the dome on top) are also fairly common,
Effigy alcarrazas depict a number of different subjects: of these the
most eommon are humaen heads, homan figures, birds, frogs or toads,
guadrupeds, and houses, All are in & pecullar style of modeling which
ia not at all similar to the modeling of the fpurine wvases but which
bears & certain relatlonship to the modeling of the later fined line
imeized “Calima" pieces. This modeling i5 distinguished primarily
by itz roundness, Hgures have round heads, round bodles, and somewhat
mammiform Hmbs. Wanally features of clothing, pelts, and fages were
plainted in resist. All alcarrazas fall within a rather restricted size
range, n_\ramsl.ng' aboat 16 cm, in height, Whistling Jars are very simlilar
to the alearrazas both in medeling and In palnted decormtion. Most of
these have bwo chambers with a hollow tube connecting the chambers.
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The front chamber 15 wsually in the form of a man or a bird, occasional-
1¥ a toad, and the rear chamber in the form of a bottle with a some-
what globular boedy and a long tapering spout. & handle connects
the two sections above the tube and the whistle tends o be in the
heads of the front figure. Single chambered whistling bottles are
much rarer and all known are effigies. The same figures are again
depicted and, In fact, the effigy alearrazas and whistling bottles are
all 0 much alike that they could be the work of a single person,
All whistling boftles seen were in perfect condition and there was
no opporfunity of examining the whistling mechanism. Whistling
bottles are approximately the same slze as the alearrasad.

The most distinctive artifact of the Middle Cauca complax is the
anthropomorphic #ase: a vessel n the form of & seated (occasionally
standing) male or female, These are all hollow with a haole in the top
of the head. True figurines, that is without the opening in the hepd,
are very rare. Anthropomorphis wases are the one elass of Middle
Canca ceramies known to have been prodused for purely funerary use.
Out of nearly 60 Middle Cauca sites investigated by the author in
Guindio and Valle only one ylelded a fragment of a figurine. Bince
thiz site contained a looted cemetary thers i5 some reszon to think
that the figurine fragment may well have come from a tomb. The
one lomb excavated that the aathor has good information on (from
having intervdesed the guagqueros) contained approximately 12 an-
thropomorphic vases. These were lined up in two paraliel rows facing
each other, presumably flanking the body. The other funerary of
ferings, including about 30 pieces of Middle Caucs painted ceramics,
were plaged at elther stde of the tomb chamber behind the rows
of anthropomorphic vases. These latter included two figures seated
on benches, The tomb, a cajon, or shaft tomb with rock 0111 and a
rectangular chamber, was approximately 25 m, deep and had & cham-
ber about 2 m. sguare. The tomb was loeated in the manieipio of Bue-
navista in Quindio and the vessels, or many of them, were deposited
In the Archaeslogical Museum in Armenin. Arango (1933-4) pives
more general detafls of finding many of these figurines In various
types of tombs throughout the Middle Cauca drainage and it iz clear,
from their abundance in museum and private collections, that they
must have been guite commom as funerary offerings,

The anthropomorphie vases show s rather wide wvariation in
maodeling, although not In what they depict. All are of nude males or
females, soated crozs legged or gn a bench (males onlyl with the legs
dangling., Oceasionally one is represented as a standing flgore, but
thi= is relatively rare. The only clothing depicted 15 &8 modeled head-
band. The alze I8 quite variable, although specimens of over 20 cm.
in helght are guite rare as are figures under 10 cm, Thess: figures
were eoll or slab boilt, apparently comimonly around a support of
basketry, The head s a laterally flattened oval with the aformentioned
headoand being the only decoration. Thiz seems to represent a cord
tied around the head since on some examples the knot 1s shown, The
eyes and mouth tend to be represented by slits with raised edges.
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occaslonally these are of the coffee bean type. The nose is usually
long. narrow, and realistically modeled and has either a clay nose
ring or & hole where, presumably, &8 metal ring was once inserted,
Ears appear to be optional bt when they exist are represented by
tabz of clay with no earrings shown, sometimes the tabs are pierced,
perhaps for metal earvings. The head and body are hollow, The Hmbs
are usually formed of thin solid ropes of clay with the fingers and
toes shown by simply ineising lines in the end of the rope, flattening
It somewhat. A common varlent style has very short stubbly legs which
show a hit more modeling, but these are formed and attached the same
way a5 the long ones. Usually arms are bent at the elbow with the
hands placed on the legs. Body features, such as nipples and genitals,
are shown with applied bits of clay. All flgures, male or femals, have
prominent nipples, Male flgures seem to be much more common than
female figures Guaqueros tend to knock the genitals off males be-
cauze the statues are “immoral” but even with this there are more
male than female statues. Other than the external genltalta there
are ng differences n depiction between male and femgls anthropo-
morphic vases. Only male figures, however, seem to be shown seated
on benches, These benches are formed of coll and slab and are a fiat
section with four legs, These legs may be attached by a runner Hke
armngement. Oeepsionally & bench is shoem with animal heads mod-
eled on the ends. Mo animal figurines or anthropomorphic vases are
known but there are some small, separate benches without a figure
attached.

The painted decoration of Three Color Negative ceramice is pure-
Iy geometric. All decoration consist of amall black resist patterns
placed on o ground of red and white =lip. Most vessels are decorat-
ed on only one surface, the Yoboco bowls being the main exception Lo
thiz. The red and white slip ground i3 placed in a standard patiern
which depends on the shape of the vessel. There i a cerialn amount
of eguivelence of shape and decoration in the choosing and orientation
of deslgn in Middle Cauca ceramics, For example, the conical shape of
conleal vases, amphora bodies, snd the bodies of stirrup bottles is
eguated and the same designs in the same arcangements occur on
these, Similarily the necks and the annular vasss of different vessels
iz equated as are the hemispherical bodies of bowls, cups and, some-
times, amphora shoulders. On all of these eguivalent, in the mind
of the painter, shapes the placement of the red and white slips
and the cholee and arrangement of the negative motifs is the sume.
However, in the Middle Cauca Complex a seeond range of chodee, that
of constdering the several partz of the body of & vessel as a contin-
uation of the other, iz avaflable and this too may influence the
choice and placement of & series of patierns,

Footed bowls (Figs 43, 44) show a very standardized placement
of slip and choice of resist patterns. Bither the red or the white slip
frequencies are about equal) forms n wide band covering the rim and
upper third or fourth of the vessel.

44, Usually the inner rim on these weszels 13 painted black. The foot
will gither have & continuation of the body design or, if it is 8 narcow

The resist painted moflfs sre numerous buf osoally consist of
apme arrangement of triangles with reserve dots. Triangles may be
either eguilateral or iscceles, large or small, generally & more or
lzss balanced arrangement of these 3 placed In a single zone The
reserve dots within the triangles may take one of several arrange-
ments, there may be several small dots fitbad Into the triangle or &
single large ong {common with small triangles) or the dots may be
arranged Into lines or roseties, Occaslomally a reserve circle, almost
filling the triangle, is used instead of several dots. The dot arrange-
ments geem to depend more on the slze of the trlangle than on an-
other criterion, although on any given vessel there seems to be some
attempt tp repeat dot arrangements, that i3 to say, if one triangle
has a rosetie, several will and so on. These triangles are combined
with wide satripes (often tapering towards the base of & vessel,
forming o long trapesold of an isceeles triangled, multiple narrow
atripes and/or blocks of = negative lattice pattern (Fig, 43). The
triangies tend to be Joossly fitted into one ancther to @l design
zones while stripes, latticez and bands of sold black aré used as band
and pattern dividers. Most of these patterns are symmetrical although
larger patterns formed of the triangles on a design are nol uncob-
mon. Btraight sided cups often have s patbern of parallel resizt lines
with reserve dots in the coverlng the entire body...these lines are
usually horizontal Oecasionally a footed cup will have an all over
design of vertleal soltd and dotted stripes. Owal face cups have the
same patterns in the same arrangements as other cups, although o
separate design zone on thelr side containes the face. Usually the
gides of the cup are striped and the face has dotted triangies on It
the arrangements of these are the same as on the faces of anthropo-

vases and may represent face paint.

Hemlspherical bowls may have one of two basle sats of decoratior,
One is essentially painted the same as the footed cups. Often the upper
and lower design areas areé slipped different colors and the ralsed
medial band emphasizes the division. The upper reglster will usually
have one seb of patternz, the lower register angther, although the pat-
terns may well be virtuslly identical Very commonly Lhe pattern
continues over the entire vessel, Including the bass, either as & ¢on-
tinuous pattern or as two deslgn zones separated by & colored slip
band (and resist stripes).

The other hemispherical (and steaight sided) bowl patiern iz the
=yotoco bowl” (Fig. 45). This is & specific pattern which is found main-
Iy on Bowls but does oceaslonally occur on globular jars and alcarrazas.

Yotooo bowls are decorated on both the interlor and exterlor with a
series of patterns consisting of slternating spirel with reserve dots
bordering them and zigeap and reserve dot pattern in rectangular
sones of black paint. Usaally &he interior is plain red and the exterior
has the z=ame arrangement of red and white slip as other bowls. Unlike
other shapes the interior bottom has a specific circular area marked
off and this usually contains three or four spirals or two spirals and
two sHgEags

Conical vases usuoally have a narrow rim band, often a3 dotted
stripe, creling the entire rim. Below this there 5 the commoen wide
slip band with the two vertical bands descending from it to form two
deslgn areas, just &8s on cups and bowls (Fig. 46). Many vases, again
like cups and bowls, have a red top and side bands and a white body,
althoggh the reverse iz by no means rere. An occasional vase or bowl
will be all white too, usually with a red slipped Interior. Otherwise In-
teriors are simply self slipped and burnished, On many conical vases
the two major deslgn areas are further divided by heavy black stripes
inte four areas; these may then be divided horlzontalily by narrow
multiple stripes and different designs will be placed in each of the
regulting zones. Conleal vases are usually wery elaboraiely decorated
All of the decorative motifs of the Middle Cauee repertory, with the
axception of the Yotooco spirnl and =igzag patterns, are uwsed on conleal
vases and, there are some patternz which are common on conical
vases which are rarely or never found on any other shapes, One of
these Is the large reserve or resist circle. Othér are broad dotted
stripes arrenged In L oor half meander patterns or simply as broad
dotted rectangles. These motifs are combined with the more sommon
dotted triangles to form patterns within design zones delineated by

groups of stripes of variying widths, Patterns often, as with bowls,
continwé over the base. There seems to b2 more variability In the
decoration of conien]l vases than there is with other shapes.

Black and white conical vazes are more common
than other shapes with a two color arrangement. Moreover a signif-
icant numisar of conical vases are not decorpted with resist patterns
bk were left red and white, With most other shapes this occurs
mainly with badly fired. pleces, buk thiz 15 not the cass with conical
vasezs. There are two ather varlents of decoratlon which are restricted
to conical vases: a very few speciments have modeled Mgures, usually
lizards or monkeys on the interior of the wesssl. This iz almost non-
existent on other shepes, A number of other wases are attached to
beniches. The benches are red with red and black striped legs and are
identleal to the benches wpon which cacique figures =it

There are several common arrangements of slip on amphocas,
The most coommon i a broad red stripe painted on elther side of &
white body from the neck to the base, A horizontal red stripe then
encireles the body either just below the shoulder or halfway dowm
the body. On some large amphorae there are fwo horizontal stripes,
with the same placement. On most amphorae the neck iz painted
solid red Inside and out. This may have black resist stripes or solid
black paint appiied over it on the exterior. The other standard slip ar-
rangement 15 to paint the upper part of the amphors solid red or white
and the lower body the contrasting celor, Qesaslonally the neck and
body will be red and the shoulder white, Amphorae with composite sil-
houtte necks have the same slip arrangements save for more horisen-
tal stripes around the various sections of the neck There Iz a ten-
dency to palnt the seéveral sections of the neck alternating colors.
Oocasionelly the body of an amphors is divided into four design
nreas by four vertical red stripes. On mony of these (as well as other
amphorae) the lower body ls palnted solld black Modeled adornos
are quite common and tend to be located within the colored divider
stripes, wsnally on the shoulder, The larger appligoe face adornos oc-
cupy o larger ares and hence are located between the divider stripes.

The resist design are the same as on other shapes again except-
Ing the spiral and ziggag. Because there i3 a greater surlace area 1o
be decorated several of the common design sets often occur on &
single vessel Usually esch will be In its own deslgn area saparated
from the others by arrangements of multiple stripes and lattice pat-
terns, The larger surface ares also permits the use of large single
moktifs. This is not common. These large motifs are wsoally very large
triangles with reserve dots, large L shaped lines, again with reserve
dots, or very large areas of lattice. Decoration rarely continoes onto
the small baze

Other jar forms show more variation in slip and pattern arrange-
ment. Thiz may be because, excepl for the amphorae, jars are nel-
ther pacteularily standardized (as to shape) nor are they very com-
mon. S8ome globular jars bear the ¥otoco deslgns, placed on a wide
white slip band around the widest part of the vessel. Bome ovold jars
have all over designs, usually with the body and neck base ecolors
being different, Face neck jars tend B0 have a red outer surface broken
only by & large white rectangie on the face. Sometimes there will be
a gecond rectangle of white glip on the sholder below the face or on
the back. A wvarient is a wide while band around the upper body.
Often the lower portlon of the face iz painted =olid black. The resist
decoration on face neck Jars covers the face and shoulder, Tsually
triangles and lattice work pre used, the face being decormted like the
faces of anthropomorphic wpses, A large number of these face neok
jars are plain red and white. Thére §5 also a very closely related
group of large utilitarian face neck jars which are decorated with
only & little red paint on the natural tan clay. These are virtoally
ldentical in shape and modeling to the painted ones, but are usually
larger and less elaborately decorated. These face neck jars are rarely
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seen In museum gollections but fragments of them are guite common
in Uving sites and it seems that face neck jars and amphorae were
likely utilitarian vessels, with only a small percentage receiving elab-
orate painted decoration.

Laterally flattemed fzce neck jars exhibit some peculiarities in
the placemeant of both slip and resist palnting. These pecullarities seem
to conform fo the stylized representation of clothing or body painting
and ornaments, Tsually the uwpper and lower halves of the face are
stipped different colors (Fig. 48). This arrangement may be modified
by placing contrasting sguares under the eyes while leaving the rest
of the face one eolor. The shoulder of the vessel usually has a rec-
tangle of one color placed under the ¢hin of the face, the rest of the
shoulder being of the eontrasting color. ' When there is o face on elther
zlde of the jar, as there 13 In about 50% of the zample, there iz no

The lower boady
of these jars is usually painted solid black over red siip, although o
very few have resist deslgns on this part teo, The painted motifs on
these vessels are rather simple, Faces tend to heve alternating solid
and dazhed or dotted lines placed horizontally (the same arrangement
i5 sean on some of the large anthropomorphic vases and on many
figurines of the Caldas Complex). Oceasionally there will be a triangle
oF two, usually near the ayes. The designs on the vesz=] shoulder are
the common frisngle and siripe patterns with the same deslgn belng
placed on elther side of the "bib” of color under the chin. It iz the
modeled and applied decorntion of these vessels that iz elaborate and
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not the painking (Fig. 48). The eyes and mouth, as meéntloned, are
usually zimple horizomtal &litd " Often theé eyes are elaborated by
painting around them, either & broad band of black or the aforémen-
tiomed triangles. The nose = large and has o carefully modeled nari-
guera, wsuelly of the torsal type. The ears, of which there i= & single
palr, regardless of the number of faces, are tabs or scalloped fillets
These too show in clay the complete range of the common metal ear
ornaments of this area: "golf tees”, flat disks, ear spools, and multiple
rings s¢t at the edge of the ear. Occasionally the ear tahs are simply
plerced, preswmably for the attachment of metal ornaments. The bib
under the chin is supposed to represent the necklsce. Sometimes this
is painted with resizt lines, but more often It 8 modeled and the dif-
ferent parts of the necklace are painted In different eolors, both with
=lip and with resizt. The necklaces shown all take the form of a ree-
tangalar bib of beads hanging from 8 narrow neek land, The beads are

tubnlar with round ecap pleces. Often the nDecklaces
have punctate decoration all over them. The necklaces shown have close
analogies to artifacts found in this areg and are the more valonable
since none of fhe necklaces has been excavabed scientifleally and
it iz only from the fars that we can tell what the original ornaments
lnoked Ilke.

Stirrup bottles seem to have their own arrangement of painted
decoratlon, The body iz ususlly divided by broad black horizontal
siripes. The red areas inbetween these bands then have a resist pat-
tern painted on them. The top may be either red or white, often with
a contrasting slip stripe munning across it, and through the stireap.
The top teo has the common triangle motifs painted on 1t in resist
In most examples known (this 1= & very rare shaps) the sticrup s
whits with a red siripe running up the side, The atirrup is painted
horizontal black lnes and diamonds with reserve dols, also
oriented horizontaily. The head is modeled and painted exactly as the
heads of anthropommorphic vases.

The two potstands known frem this complex are giypleal in their
decoration. One is plaln red and white with & red interior. The other
has the same aroangement as the slip on the Heavy White and Resist
on Oranige potstands and the same sorts of dashed lne and crossed
line patterns that are typieal of that ware but not of the Middle Cao-
ch essels,

Alearrazas and whistling bottles, having the same general forms,
effigy or not, are decorated much slike. Mon-effigy wvessels tend to
have a horizontal disposition of motifs: the center of the vessel usually
hags o wide band of white stip around it and on this are painted
the Yotoco spiral motifs. Triangle and siripe patterns are much less
cenmon. The center band on both Yotoco and non-Yotoco painted
vessels 15 flanked by multiple narrow black stripes and, usually, the
top and bottom are painted solld black over the red slip. The only real
differsnee in the decoration of many Middle Cauca and Caldas aloa-
rrazas, in fact, is the addition of white slip and the shape (in eross
seetion) of the handie which in Middie Cauca ls erescent shaped.

The main emphasis in Middie Cauca alcarrazas and whistling bot-
tles is on modeled rather than painted decoration and modeled pleces
are much more common than simple painted ones. All slearrazas
do share & few features of spouis and handles. The spouts are
usually painted solld black with the tips left red, The handle is
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likewise painted black over the red slip but may have large reserve
dots left on ik, Handle and spouts are slways the same color: I the

handle 15 left red. the spouts will be to and there will be no further
decoration on them

Efflgy alcarrazas tend to have a rather standardized disposition
of peinted decoration on the. Humsan figures usually have s whike
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headdress, the most common sort represented being a sort of pith
helmet. The face Is either red or white, usually the chest and the
fronts of the legs are white, The resist decoration on these vessels for
HHE Téason seems to be muoch less well prezserved than on other vessel
forms but one can generally make out the traces of the resist dec-
oration, The patterns are usually triangles with reserve dots, multiple
horizontal stripes (especially on the faces of head shaped vessels)
and a design which i5 very common on alearrmzas and whistling
bottles, a sort of checkerboard pattern in which the black squares
have o large reserve dot In the center (Figs, 55 580, Animsl form
botties and alearrazas have approximately the same disposition of red
and white slip as human figures. The face (the area under the bill
on birds), the chest and oceasionally the underbody and the fronts
of the legs are white, the rest red. The chest iz usoally painted with
the same designs as human figures: checkerboads and long dotted
rectangles being the most common. The faclal features are usually
touched up with resist paint on the low modeling although the black
paint may loosely imitate faclal markings of the animal rather Ehan
being simply arranged in stripes and triangles (Fig. 55). The red part
of the body, if it i3 palnted further at all, tends to have one of two
patterns. Either It is painted with elaborate spiral and stripe design,
cleprly derived from the Yotgeo patterns (although somewhat modifled
because of body shape) or. more commonly, the back will be painted
black with large reserve dots all over it. The bottle portion of double
bodied whistling jars usually has the large dot pattern too, Other
elfigy forms: houses, frults, and some rather enigmatic shapes, are
=0 few in number and usually the paint iz s0 badly preserved that 16
iz Impossible to see any regularities in either the slip or the resist paint-
ing. Once agaln it should be emphasized that although thess relsti-
vely uncommon vessels are almost invariably classed sz “Calima” In
general and art works they are decorated with the common Middle
Canwca designs and are found throughout the entire Middle Cauwca cul-
tural area. Indeed, they zeem lo be more common in the more noe-
therly part, in Caldas and southern Antiogquias. Therefore the atiribut-
ion ns Calima should be abandoned as a faully guess.

Anthropomorphic ¥ages oeour in fwo basic styles, with ssvers] var-
intions of pose or representation of the limbs, A fair nomber of an-
thropomorphic vases are red and white without resist painting, Thess,
however, In thelr form and slyle are certainiy part of the Middle
Cauen Complex. However, there are non resist painted solld red fpgu-
rines and anthropomorphic vases assoclated with the Caldas Complex
ag well, Those which have archaeclogics] associations (very few, alas)
can be shown to be guite different in style from the common Middle
Cauca t¥pes but it can be assomed that there iz some overlap in styie
and timel this can be demonstrated archasologleally for the other
ceramics) and that the transitional period is represented, although not
now [dentifiable, in anfhropomorphic vaszes as well,

The most common sort of anthropomerphie vases is the kind which
haz a hellow body with an oval head and solid arms and legs, The
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legs, If long, are usually crossed, the [igure being represented as sit-
ting. A few of these vases have short [egs or just feet, the latter
being tabs attached fo the lower end of the body (Fig. 52). The arms
are shown extended with the hands in the Iap or resting on the thighs
ithe elbows being =lightly bent) or bent sharply with the hands resting
palen down on the upper ehest, A few anthropomorphic vases aré répre-

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Az mentiongd above most of the anthropomorphic vases are mile,
The external genitals are always modeled, bot are small n slze and
never further decorated with painted designs, Only one figure ia caci-
qual was cbserved to be zhown with an erection. usually the genitals
are very Ineonspleuos (Fig, 53, The body and face of the vases is not
much modeled and all representation of featurses fz done with ap-
pligue. Al of the figures have the same headdress: an appligue band
about the forehead, either jolned in back or showmn with the ends
henging down the back of the head. The enly varient to thiz headdress
is that some figures have a chin strap too. Not all figares have a
headband. There is no depietion of hair or other features of the head
in elther modetling of painting.

Uzually the body and head of anthropomorphic vases is painted red
with rectangular or triangular white areas on the face and chest
Resist black peint iz often applled =olidly over the limbs and head
(with the exception of the faced, Alternatively limbs may be painted
with horizontal black stripes. Other resist palnting 1= more or less
confined to the white areasi although it may spill over onto adjacent
areas of the body and limbs. The designs used are guite limited and
usually consist of a combination of large and &mall triangles arranged
in & bilaterally symmetrical pattern on the face and chest. These tri-
angles usually have reserve dota. The back may be decorated with the
same design sz the front or with a slightly different design of the
same general type (usually oniy If the back hasz analogous areas of
white slip). Sometimes a solid black Etriangle i peinted under the nose.
This is usually found on #igures which do not have a modeled nose
oroament and may represent a nariguera, There 15 gome lmited use of
stripe patterns but most decoration on the hesd and body s of triangles.
The ¥Yotocy patterns are not uged on anthropomorphic vases.

Figures with short solid feet show more variety in the placement
of the red and white slip althoogh the resist designs and the orien-
tation of these designs 15 much the same as on the more COONmon
long limbed wvesselz (Flg. 52). Many of the short imbed figures are
foemale,

Anthropomorphic vazes with a rectangular body and a head
shaped like a triangle, hell cirele or long oval form a second stylistic
group. In modeling and decoration they show closer relationships to
some rather strange vessels of the Caldas Complex and it is possible
that they come from a transitional phase, They do not seem to come
from any speoific region and =0 cannot be considered {at least om
the basls of present information) asz a reglonal sobsiyle, The aros
on these vessels are thick coils bent at the elbow and with incised
hands placed on the chest. There are often plerced tahs on the
shoulders, The feet (which are ususlly broken off) seem to have been
sofid cone shapes projecting at right angles from the lower corners
of the body. A second werient shows the flgure standing with heavy
hollow legs and feet. The arms are the same on all. The eyes amd
mouth are shown the same as on the other anthropomorphic vases
although small skit features are fairly common.

These flgures may be either male or female and teo grave groups are
known which contain a pafir: a2 man and & woman, Flgares of this
sort often have both a headband and a chin strap. The slip on all of
theze iz applied in the same patbterm as on the reslst painted anthro-
pomorphic vases, There gre also a number of vases which have an am-
phora body with the upper body and head of an anthropomorphic
vige, These composite shapes oecur in both red and white and with
reslst painting.

Resist om Hed with Punctate Decoration

A distingt sub group, both In form and in decoration, ls formed
by & serlee of wessels which have white fllled punetation in addition
to slip and rezist pamting, The =slip iz always red, but the white £l gi-
ves a three eolor effect. These vessels are known to be associated with
fthe Middle Caucs Complex both from tomb groups and from refuse,
Bherds of punctate decorated vessels are especially common in Iiving
refuse, more common than they are in tombs. This leads one to con-
sider that they were probably more popular for daily than for funsracy
e, In the midden deposits they are often found with a thicker, un
painted pottery which has only the ponctation. This pottery iz not found
in tombs and ne whole vessels are kKnown, although 1t is clearly 8 more
humble verslon of the red, resist and punctate decorated pottery,

The paste of this ware Is wmally well oxidized and the temper is
commonly white guartz of white gouartz with a high mlea content, The
vessel walls gre usually thicker than on the corresponding three eolor
restst decorated vessels of the Middie Caues Complex. Fire clouding and
partial reduction are comman,

The shape categories seern to be much the same as in the three
color reslst ware, but there are dizstinet differences In the relative fre-
guencles of the shapes. Also most vessels are guite small, no oversize
or even fairly large vessels with this type of decoration are Enown.
The bowlzs and amphorae are ezpeclally small and all shapes fall at

The footéd cup is again the commonest shape, Usually these have
a very low ring base and vertical to slightly incurving walls (Fig. 5T.
The body often has applied strips of clay on elther side. These tend
to be horlzontally fluted, Rim tabs are not eommon. The cuops may be
relatively shallow or quoite desp. The decoration iz the same regardless
of the depth of the bowl. There are a few cups with a more rounded
bowl but these are definitely in the minority and tend to be plain red
with a simple row or punctation around the rim. Owal face cups ars
much more common than they are in three color resist ware,

Round bottomed hemizspherical bowls are another common shape,
Theze generally have one to two palrs of plerced tab handles on the
rim and on the veagel wall, The top tabs may be formed by an eéx-
tension of the wessel wall with & hole plerced in it. 8mall ollas of the
same rounded shape and with the same handle arrangement are
glso common (Fig. 581,

There areé very few confeal vases in this ware, These usually have
straight sides and & wide base. They are not elaborately decorated.

Amphorae, on the other hand, are most common, These tend to be
small, 15 to 2% em. in helght iz the mazimom known range. The neck
shape 15 quite wvariable, and flaring, bulbous, and face necks are
equally common. Some amphorpe have small, pierced tabs on the
shoulder join and af midbody. Although smaller these amphoras do
ghow the same range of neck and body shape and handle plapement
as the larger three eolor resist ones. There are & fow laterally flattened
Tace neck jars as well These are indistingnizhable from the three
color resish ones. Most have & flat handle inside the neck. Cither jar
forms are uncommon altheugh the tall ovold amphors does gocur
a5 & rare shape. No other wessel forms aré known in this ware.

The decoration on this group of vessels is clearly related to that
of Thres Color Besist In that it s linear and geometrie, The individual
mokifs and their layoot iz somewhat different, however. The basic
element in g1l designs is the wese of white filled punctation placed over
black resist. This s used both as a linear and as o flling device, The
punctations ssem to have been made with a plece of cane or grass
The Impression left 12 o small oirele aor half eircle.

The orientation of the desipng |8 wspally In one or more broad
horizontz] bands. These are often cub into two design sones by painted
or appligus dividers. The destgn zone then is usually internelly divided
into two or four more areas with the intarmal dispoaition of the palnbed
and punctate motifs, The base on footed cups iz always zolid black.

The types of designz are the zame on all vessels. They wvary
greatly in their ¢labaration, but the most simple and the most eomplex
are found on all shapes. The simplest decorative motlf s & band of
punetation one or more rows wide, Theze bands may be arragnged in
simple horizontal stripes or the stripes may be connected by vertleal
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bands at one or more places between the stripes. The next varlent on
this is to heave several rows of unconneoted steipes and then a band
connected to the next by vertieal stripes. The more elaborate patterns
take the form of triangles and trianglez within trlangles placed in the
boxes made by the connected stripes. Semi-interlace pattern (guil-
loches) and diamond shapes may also be placed within the rectangular
design mones. Useally part of the triangles or diamonds will be solidly
filled with the white filled punctation on black, the rest will be plain
red. A single large punctation may be placed in the open area of o
friangle. Many designs have a little incision along with the peinting
and punctation. The dizposition of alip and resist i5 the same: all are
painted red all aver, then the deslgns are marked out with resist and
white i1,

Amphorae and deep vessels often have decoration over the entire
surface. Often on amphorae the dezigns are vertically orlented, In-
terlace patterns are more commonly vertieal than trlangle or dlamond
ones, Bowls may have decoration on the bottom too although the
mare common bowl form 15 basieally a eup without o foot and is only
decorated on the sides. There are few modeled vessels in this ware and
they are generally like those in Three Color Resist save for the decora-
tlon, Face neck amphiorae, for example, are different only in the dee-
oration and in that they tend to have a rather small oval opening
In the top of the head, rather llke that of an anthropomorphic wase,
‘Trug anthropomorphic vases are not known In this ware, This too 5
conzistent with 1ts apparent major wse as o popular domestic ware,

Henvy White Stip and Resist on Orange Ware

This groop of vesssls Iz very different from the preceeding two
groups and has not been found in refuse deposits. The shapes are
very limited and it may have been a regional speciality ware. The only
plecez with provéenlence are from Caldas. There are no known grave
groups &nd this ware must be conzldered n part of the Middle Cauca
Complex anly on a provisional basis.

The Heavy White Siip and Reslst on Orange wire repressnts a
very singular iype of a three color effect. The slip which distinguishes
this ware iz of 2 matie cream color and is applied very thickly so that
the white areas are ralsed above the vessel wall, Resist black is
used mainly to outline the white slip and iz never painted over it
Many pieces have no resist black, but there s no difference in shapes
or designe befween those with and those without the black painting.

The paste 2 & very bright, usually light, crange and highly oxi-
dized. There are # very few pleces with a tannish paste. The majority
of the vessels have s white sand temper, & few have white zand and
obsidlan mixed, none have a8 micacems guartz temper. The slip used
to eover the body Is the samé as the paste, a very bright orange.
Oceazlonally the slip Is darker than the paste, but ususlly vessels are
gelf slipped. The orange slip is seml matte and is burnished. It never
has a high polish, The white slip was applied sfter the crange was

burnished sinee burnizhing strikez never touch or cross the white
lines. Many pleces are slipped only en the exterior and the interlor 1s
simply lightly burnished with the individual strokes of the stone or
tooth clearly visible.

The shapes In which this ware ocours are very very lmited, Yaria-
tions on the footed cop are the most common and these inclode forms
never found in other wares, There are very few bowls or amphorae
and a sigeable number of pot stands, Pob stands, as mentioned abowva,
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are rare in gther wares. Thoss of Heayy White and Resist on Orange
differ in thelr proportlons from the others as well as in their de-
coration,

The footed cop occuars most commonly In a varient which has a
shallow hemizpherical bowl on & narrow annular base which is gquite
high: usually half or more of the total helght of the vessel, The bass is
either conical or very narrow with a flaring foot, (Figs. 53, 80},
Another footed cup has the same bowl shape but o low annuolar base
which Iz it=ell hemispherical, There are a number of very large cups
(usunlly called compoteras to distinguish them from the smaller
examplesl. The compoteras of this ware (they exist in Three Color
Resigt but are very rare and of the same shape &z the footed cuaps)
usually have a bowl with stralght, cutwards flaring sides and a flak-
tish bottom, The annular base iz in the shape of a truncated cone. A
stzeable percentage of the footed cups and compoteras have a dia-
mand shaped bowl, The base on these s tall and narrow with a flaring
bottom or 15 also diamond zshaped with a narrow stem and @ broad
base. At least one example is known in which the bottom of the base
is closed and contains ratiling pelletz. The diamond sheped cups and
cotnpoteras are usually decoraled on the interior as well a5 on the
exterior.

There are a few bowls in this ware. SBome have a very low ring
base, The body shape duplicates that of the cups but the proportions of
the bowl and base are very different. Very raroly hemispherical bowls
and lange basins occur, One amphora s known.

The only other shape Enown iz the pot stand (Flg, 611, Pot stands
are miade in an hour glass shape with flaring open ends. They usually
are about 3 cm. in hefght. The formation of pot stands seeme to have
been careless, since most are uneven and a few are markedly lopaided.
Omly the exterior surface iz slipped pnd deeorated.

There is a characteristic group of designs and destgn arcange-
ments which are characteristlec only of this ware. These deslgns are
unlike those of the other resist palnted wares and, with the exception
of the one amphora known, there iz not much overlap in designs
or shapes, Linear designs, not solid areas of pattern, are typlieal of
Heavy White and Resist on Orange ware. The most common motifs
are grosshatehed areas, lines which are tieked, bropd and narrow
stripes, and floating bars ending in & triangle. The hallmerk design
of thizs ware ls the ladder stripe: two narrow parallel lines connected
ot irregular intervals by groups of two or three vertical lines, Another
matif unique to Heavy White and Resizt on Orange iz a sort of basket
weave deslgn executed In bands flanked by groups of parallel stripes.

The arrangement of these motifs §s likewise unusual, The anular
bazes tend to be embellished with parallel bands of decoration, oftan
in a wide band sround the foot and geveral narrower bands higher up
the base. Alternatively the ormamentation may be distriboted more
or less evenly over the entire base, Pob stands, which offer much the
same sark of ground for decorntion as the annular bases, tend to have
decoration over the emtire exterior, nsually oriented in a series of hori-

sontal bands. Again the wider, more elaborate bands tend to occur
at either end or in the center. There are also oceasionally wertical
bands of discontinuous ornament In between the horizontal bamds,
The bowl portionz of footed cups, bowls, compoteras, ete. olfzn
have thelr decoration arranged In two semicircular deslgn sress
set oftf by stripes of heavy white slip or white glip fanked by resist
Within these semiclreular areas the patierns are armanged In & sym-
metrical manner. The same [dea of o semlcireular design area s o¢-
caslonally repeated on the lower flaring portion of an annular base
of & pot stand, Vessels with hemispherical bodies and compotéras with
stralght sides have the decoration arranged simply in horizontal bands
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enclreling the body. The resist black painting 1s used mainly as a solid
tiller between areas of white cresshatching or as stripes flanking the
white stripe deslgns.

As can be seen from the deseriptions and the illustrations, this
ware iz very distinet in paste, color, shapes and decorative motifs,
Thet the shapes are so lUmited may Indicate that it was a special
purposs ware. It Iz uncommon enough that it was almost certainby
produeed for only s short time and very likely only in a small area,
Only archaeological Investipation will show whether this is s0. Curren-
iy there iz no information of any kind concerning this very strangs
WETE.

THE CALDAR COMPLEX

The Caldas Complex was orlginally defined as a separate group on
the bazis of Internal stylistic relatlonships and upon Dugus Gomes's
1841 excavations in Armenin, Quindip, In thess exeavations he uncov-
ered a btomb with Caldas ceramics slone. Subseguently other grave
lots which sl=s confalned only Caldas pottery eame to light. In 1570
I excavated & Caldas tomb in La Tebalda, Quindio. Caldasz sites,
as mentioned above, are nelther az numerous nor &% large as sibes of
the Middle Cauca Complex, Rather they are found as small, wesoally
localized, seatters of Caldas material n the area of o larger Middle
Cauen site. There 15 some evidence that the Caldas Complex is later
than the Middle Cauca one. This is based on excavations, radiocar-
bon determinations, and stylistic analysis.

Caldaz pottery s a two color resist style, basieally red and
binck. White slip seems to have been known, but was used only ocea-
slonally on one style of figurines, There is 5 great deal of local varka-
tion in Caldas Complex pottery and a number of reglonal and perhaps
temporal substyles can already be recognized. One of these which I am
calling “Classic Caldas" spems to be localized In the Deparfment of
Gulndio, That s, the largest number of pleces with known provenience
come from that area and from adjscent Risara'ds and Caldas. How-
ever, in all of this area there are sites with different styles of two
color resist decoration and the relationship of these other wares with
Classie Caldas 15 not known, All of the styles or substyles of the
Caldas Complex are clearly either clesely related and, until more
archaeclogical fMeldwork is done in the Cordillera Central they may
be provisionally recognized as a zingle major group with a large
number of subgroups.

Caldas pottery is, génerally speaking. the best made of the anclent
ceramics of this area. The fine ware pieces (the utilitarlan pottery
of Caldaz cannot be separated from that of Middle Cauvca with any
cértainityl has a very highly fired thin paste whish is ususlly well
oxidized throughout the vessel fabrie, The paste color s usoally & lght
bright orange, with some few pileces tending towards a tan or tannish
orange paste color. A very few pleces are reduced enough to have

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a grey paste and the reduction ks uspally only partial and locallzed
as with the Mlddle Cauca Complex ceramics. Fire clouding and char
marks are just as common fs In other complexes, The tempering
agent I3 again sand. The only observation that can be made 1z that
Cakdas vessels seldom have obsidian bitz In the temper, suggesting
that there was no center of manufacture around Manizales, As men-
tloned above the main area of seourrance 15 In the old department of
Caldas, now Quindis, Elsaralda and Caldas. In northern Caldas and
Antioguia the Classic Caldaz group 18 replaced by a substyle which is
aszociated with Applique-Ineised ware while fo the south in Valle the
contemporary style is the Sonso or Callma style,

The Caldas Complex shares many features with the Middle Cau-
v Complex, Differences are not in shapes, but in varleties within a
specific shape category and in the eolor and arcengement of motifs of
paintad decoration, Caldas also has some designs which are peculiar
Lo it alone.

The most common shape in the Caldas Complex 8 again the
footed cup (Plgs. 62, 83). This appears in a number of varlents and
in several different sizes. The Claszie Caldes type hez & conleal body
with an incurving top and a slightly squared off rim. These vessels
avernge about 10 em, in height and the foot iz zeldom more than one
quarter of the entire wessel helght The fool and body are treated
as separate design areas and only the exterior s slipped, polished and
painted.

The other eommon form of cun is more or less identical in shape
with the cups of the Middle Caucs Complex, having a hemispherical
bBowl, These also often hewve a narrow upright or Oaring rim. These
cups are somewhat smaller, averaging T to 8 cm. in height, The base
is mgaln aboul one guoarter the total height, Like Middle Cauca
vessels these cops often have o ralsed elreular boss on one side of
the bowl,

There are & number of rarer shapes of footed cups which tend ta
ooour with different types of dedoration on them and which may well
be part of one or another as yet undefined substyle. These inclode
very large (16 to 26 om, in height) cups. These usually have Classic
Caldas decoration. There are also what might better be called footod
bowls, vessels with a more spherics]l body which corves In enough at
the top to form a semil closed wessel Footed bowls are about 12 to 18
em. in helght and often have migdeled adernos on the upper body,
The rim form i usually narrow and opright. There are @ few
campoteras in the Caldas Complex, These usually have a body shaped
lke those of the Heavy White and Resist on Orange ware. The basze,
conical In shape, is more than one half the total height. The decoration
i5 usually in one of the varlent Caldas styles, not Classic Caldas.

Other footed forms include rattle footed cups (usually unpeinted
or slipped red), cups with carinated bowls, cups with very deep ovold
bodies, with square bodies, with vertical sided bodies and so on. Maost
of these zhapes ooeur also with only varient decoratlon on them.,
but on the bagis of present data no specific substyles can be identifled,

Bowls are nob as common in the Caldas Complex as they are in
the Middle Cagca Complex. The most common shape 12 agsin a
hemispherical bowl with a glightly ineurved top and a flatiened rim
iFlg. 44). More rarely this shape has a narrow vertical rim like that
seem on some foobed cups, Thess bowls tend to have raised clreular
bossed or a small modeled adorno on the exterior body, although the
reised median line is not seen. The bottom may or may not be slightly
flattened, and decoration usually covers the entire exterior surface,

A second, rarer, type 15 apparently related to the Yotoco bowl,
having the same sightly rounded vertical sides, flat bottom and rolled
rim as on one comimon shape of the Yotoco bowl. Thizs bowl 18 slipped.
polished, and resist painted inside and out in Yotoco designs in
black on red.

There are & number of other, rarer bowl forms including flaring
bowls, caringted bowls, and very shallow oval or hemispherieal bowla.
All of the bowls fall into about the same size range (except for the
very ghallow ones which might better be called plates), averaging
about T ba 8 em, In height and 16 to 18 em. In diameter. There are
a few overzized bowls, all of the hemispherical shape, these have a
helght of up to 5 cm

Confeal vases are again fairly comimon, especlally in the Classic
Caldas subgroup. These have the same shape as the conlcal bodied
eup, without the ring or annular bage, Usually the bottom is small
and flat. The average helght iz between T to 10 cm. with an oceasional
oversized specimen.

The most common jar form in the Caldas Complex 1s the amphora,
buk there is much less variation in neck and body form than ln Mid-
dle Cauca. Usually Caldas amphorae have a conical body, rounded
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shoulder and a narrow flaring neck with an outwards sloping flattened
rim. The majority of amphorge are guite large, from 20 to 30 cm. in
helght, There aré a few smaller ones, all averaging about 12 am. in
height and a very few larger (over 50 cm.) examples. Amphorae often
have a modeled adorno on the shoulder or & simple applique face on
either side of the shoulder, The modeled decoration is neither so com-
mon nor &0 varied as in Middle Caoea, but is of the same sort. Most
adornos are shaped lke lizards or monkeys, Pierce tab handles are
faltrly common, wsually occuring in double pairs, one pair at the zhouol-
der join and one pair at mid-bedy, Again, thess do not appear to have
been particularily functional,

Astde from the amphorae there 8 a profiferation of Jar forms in
Caldez Complex. These jars are both large and small but most are
smaller than the amphorae. A common form has a bulbous neck on &
globular or carinated body. Both body shapes generally have plerced
tab handles, a pair on the shoulder and a palr at mid-body,

Tall ovold jars (25 to 30 cm, in height) are also guite commmon.
These wsially have a very narrow flaring neck and some sort of handle.
Many varieties of handles occur on all of thase jars: plerced squarish
or modeled lugs are theée most common, followed by tab handles and
vertical streap handies.

Face neck jars (Flg, 8T) are guite common. These uwsoally have
one of the common ovold or carinated shapes. Laterally flattened face
neck jars are especially common and are indistinguishable from thoss
of Middle Cauca save in that they have no white slip, The other com-
mon face neck form has an unflatiened body and & face of the zame
style as the anthropomorphic vaszes. Most face neck jars fall into the
250 o 256 em high size range.

There are a very few modeled Jars. These are rare and tend to
have rather unusual resist decoration on them. The commornest Is of
four spherical chambers or of rows of modeled fruits or breasts Very
oecasionally a Jar will b& modeled into the form of a human being, The
assoclations of these modeled jars are not Enown.

Botbles are occasionally seen in the Caldas complex. These have a
long narrow neck and a carinated or bulbous body. Many have a
handle eonnecting the top of the neck and the body and some have
human faces or figurines applied to one side. These are in the style of
the Caldas Complex ligurines, All boftles are small, under 10 cm. in
height.

A single potstand {8 known from the Caldas Complex. It Is unigus
in shape, color, and decoration and its provenience 5 not kEnown. It
has been illustrated in numercus publications as typleal of “Quimbaya'™

tery,
i Mn'cnrraus are fairly common In the Caldas Complax. Most are
non-effigy and are globular or tetrapod (perhaps a stylized froit
shape). Mopst alearrazas have a ralsed dome on lop, This is often
flag fpund on Middle Cavca alearrazas. On one example this dome
is modeled Inte a house Other effipy Torms Enclude animal and
human figures. These are different in modeling that those of Middle
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Coauca and are very rare, Most are unusual In modeling and deco-
ratlon and their assigment to the Caldas Complex can be only pro-
vislonal. All alcarrazas are fairly small, averaging about 18-20 cm
in total height There are no whistling bottles known,

The major expréssion of Caldas effigy work i In anthropomor-
phic vases end figurines. These are invariably of human beings
without any animal or supernatural (as far as can be toldy attributes.
Both meales and femeles are represented, although, as In the Middle
Cauca Complex, male flgores are more common. This is rather Inter-
esting n view of the fagt that Arango often mentions finding an-

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theopomorphic vases and flgpuarlnes in the tombs ke opened and he
usually says that there were more female than male figures. However,
as the ooly difference between the zexes iz the genitals and these are
often not represented or hidden by the legs, he may well have been
mistaken. Anthropomorphic vases in the Celdss Complex are slmost
identieal to those of Middle Canca. There 18 more varintion in shape
and in the formation and arrangement of the limbs, ut these differen-
ces are minor in view of the similarities. The major difference seems bo
be that cacique figures, that iz flgures seated on a bench, are appar-
ently lacking in the Caldazs Complex and that some of the rarer types
of limb depiction (of Middle Cauca) are common in the Crldas Com-
plex. Among these should be noted plereed tab shoulders end hands
incised slmply on the body. Figurines, that iz human figures with no
opening in the head, are as common, If not more so, than anthropo-
maorphle vases. Like the vases they seem to have been manufactured
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only for funerary wse. No fragments of either figurines or anthropomor-
phlc vases were found in the refuse of Caldas sites, However, large ple-
ces of & broken flgurine were found in the £l of the Caldas Complex
tomb that we excavated in La Tebaida, Thess [ragments were care-
fully placed in a cache of very large pottery sherds lald in a group
at the bottom of the shaft, just above the chamber opening. The ar-
rangemeant of this cache suggests some dellberate, probably ceremonial,
Purpose.

There are many veriations on flgurines. Usually they are of stand-
ing people and are solid slab or only partly hollow. Often the head is
made of a solid plece of ¢lay and the body is codled around & form and
henge hollow, Many are rattles. With present knowledge it iz not
possible to separate oot more than one definite substyle of figurine.
This substyle, which 1a definitely assoclated with the Caldas Complex,
iz described separataly.

Painted decoration on Caldas Complex pottery, especially the
Classic Caldas motifs, is more Umited and standardized than Middle
Caues decoration, The equation of deslgn areas = much more com-
maon than fn Mlddle Canea 20 that &1l conieal areas, cup bodles, eonteal
vases, amphora bodies, ete, ete, are decorated with the same motifs
in the same arrangements. Annular bases and amphors and jar necks
are Hkewise eguated. This equation of area and motif does not hold
for a series of patterns which are more closely related to the Sonso
style of Valle, These are larger, overall designs of crossed limes and
spirals or triangles, This group also contains a few motifs such as In-
terlocking spirals, large circles and crowns thab are gnknown in the
Clazsle Caldas repertory.

The Classic Caldas decoration is the most distinetive substyle of
the Caldas Complex. In this group necks and bases are painted solld
black if low or narrow, If wider or taller they are Invariably painted
with vertical red and bilack stripes Horlzontsl skripes on bases and
necks oceur, bt are very rare. It is only occasionally that any stripes
have reserve dots and the stripes ave all of the same width unless they
are carried onto the basze as & continuation of o bowl design. Most
forms do not have a special rim decoration, Sometimes a biack band
or black band with reserve dots will be painted around the rim.
Interiors of necks are rarely painted, although usvally polished,
Handles and spouts are usually solid black with the tips of spouts left
red. The body designs are formed by combining a very few motifs
Although all motils are found on all body shapes the combination of
these iz specific to shape, Classic Caldas motils constst of wide solid
stripes, often flanked by several thinner stripes, solid isoceles triangles,
gmaller equilateral and izoceles triangles, these are combined to maka
both positive and negative designs, trinngles with reserve dots, usually
in a small patern in the widest part of the triangle, and latticework,
Latteswork and fine multiple striping are more typical of other
substyles of the Caldas Complex but do oteur in Classic Caldas.

The orientation of these motifs in Classie Caldas 1s in two {occasion-
ally five) more or less Identical designa areas on the wessel. These
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design areas are separated by vertical stripes, usually a wide stripe
Tlanked by several narrower ones. Often the wide stripe s in effect o
Eriangle since It tapers with the vesse] body, On hemispherical bodied
wessels the dividing stripez are the same width thelr whole length,
Elongated vessels, especially the larger amphorae, may have the main
design areas broken lnbe smaller zones by horlzomtal dividers, These
are usoally the same as the vertical dividers or o small group of narrow
airipea, The other borders of the designs areas are the component
parts of the vessels (neck, bage, shoulder join, ete,) Forms that have no
such structural divisions, such as globular fars or hemispherical bowis
have tow or five desing areas bordered by stripes Omly rarely are thers
more ar less, There is a sirong tendency towards bilateral symmetry
in designs. This does not take the form of opposition of design elements
and when like designs are uzed in a fourpart combination the like
elements are always placed side by side rather than on the disgonal
or alternating with other clements. Again, this type of orlentation ap-
plies only to the Classle Caldas subgroup. In other substyles the uss
of equivalent areas and symmetry of designs 1s much less pronoonced
These other substries make much more use of large or all over deslgns
of spirals, Intticework, multiple crossed Unes, stripes, checker patterns
and so on. Usually these are arranged into specific design areas only
on the basis of body parts of Ehe wvessel. There are some pleces which
show combinations of Classie Caldas and other motifs and there
are obviously eloseé relationships between all of the Caldas Complex
substyles.

Alcarrazas and the varlpus effigy vesssls, anthropomorphic vases,
and flgurines have many of the same motifs painted on them but in
rather different combinetions and orlentations sz would be expected.
Alcarrazas are quite common in the Caldas Complex and tend to have
a rather restricted set of destgns. Most are either globular or the te-
trapod form shown in Flga, 65, 66. The few elfigy mlearrasgas known are
mainly decoreted with Bonso style resist palnting and may well be
imports. Alearrazas, for some reason, tend to have the resist painting
very badly preserved and a substantial percentage eeem to have never
been resist painted, being left plain red. Om those which have resist
painting there is a very standsrdized arrangement and set of deatgns.
The dome on top of the vessel, the handle and the zpouls are solid
Black as mentioned above, save for the tips of the spouts, which are
left red. The vertical sides of the dome may be either red or black
with reserve dotz in & single row. Tetrapod alcarrazas uwsually have
horizontal eolid and dotted stripes encircling them and the body
above the area on the legs or just above the legs has & single design
repeated four times in & semiclrenlar zone formed of multiple stripes.
The body stripez may have reserve dots, ususlly a comblnation of
wide and narrow gtripes is found, The mokif In the semiclreular area
iz uanally a sort of botterfly formed of two triangles placed point to
paint (Figs, 85, 88). Thiz motif 1= not common in Caldas ceramics and
ocours on oo other shape but is very eomimoen in the Sonso style of
adimeent Valle, Globular bodied slearrazas have the same dome arrange-
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ment with the same patterns. One example with an annular base
wag noted. Most globular bodied alearrazas are painted in three major
design areas set off from one another by black stripes. The center
band. which is the widest, is the focus of decoration. The top band,
just below the dome, Is almost always painted with a row of pendant
half ¢ircles in black with reserve dots bordering their edges. There
are four to eight of these half circles; six is the commonest. The center
band is set off by several narrow stripes on either side. The band is
then painted with several mokifs, usually placed n rectangular design
zones formed by cutfing the band with littie vertical lines. The most
common single moti! i the spiral derfved from Yotoco desipns. The
zlgzag is not used. Very often two spirals are plaged In triangles to
form the rectangular subarea. Vertieal stripes and rectangles with
large reserve dots, cireles or triangles separate the splral motifz, Oc-
casionally an alcarraza will be painted instead with the Classic Caldas
large zolid triangle and multiple stripe patterns, modified to fit into
a wide band. The lower body of most alearcazas is painted solid bilack,

Laterally flattened face neck jars are painted exactly ke the
Middle Cauca save that no white paint i3 used, Usually the face is
painted with black horizontal stripes of varying widths. Sometimes
solid and deshed stripes are alternated, The shoulder i usually paintad
with gordinary triangle and stripe design: and the lower body is
painted solid black or left plain red. Very few of these jars have two
Taces and the decoratlon tends to be simpler than on the ones of the
Middle Cauca Complex.

The other face heck jors though are elaborately decorated, All
have the same neck shape, sightly bulbous with an out torned rim (Fig.
G71. (*) The designs may be in bands or all over. To some extent this is
correlpted with the shape of the body, carinated jars do tend, simply
because of the shape, to have band designs, Band designs tend to be
Classie Caldas or a varlent thereof .that ls triangles with reserve
dots and groups of stripes. Modeling of the face on these jars i8 quite
variable and & number of rather different styles are found. Again this
mey weoll represent either loeal or temporal variation, Most have slit
eves with a raised edge and 3 mouth of similar type. The nose §s always
large and carefully modeied but modeling on jars ranges from extremely
lifeliks to very stylized.

Anthropomorphic vases and the Tace neck jars show approximate-
1y the same range of styles. All of the anthropomorphis vessels have
in opening in the top of the head. In the cise of the very rare two
headed examples, each head has its own opening. Caldas Complex
anthropomorphic vases are relatively rare and are peinted exactly
a5 are the Middie Cagca ones, save that the decoration s in two
colors only. Vases with short thick legs are relatively more common.
Muny of the anthropomorphic vases sre plain red or solid black or
have only a few stripes painted on them The type of anthropomaorphilc
vases with a trangular or oval head, fillet arms and eonionl feet is
very rare in Caldas, Most are plain red. Becausze of the overlap stylisti-

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celly speaking of Middle Cauca and Caldas it is Impossible to atiribute
many of the plain anthropomorphic vases with cartainity to either
complex.

There is cne brpe of anthropomorphic vase which ssems to oecur
only with two color resist decoration. This i5 & strenge bulbous sork
of vase with a fairly large head opening. The features are ghown in
the usual manner, the nose has a ring ornament, and the solld arms
are bent at the slbow, They are painted solid black. The figurez are

legs are Ilinished with tiny solid feet, The palnting on these figures
iz confined to parallel horizontal stripes. These are usually in some
combination of very narrow stripes, wider stripes and dotted stripes.
The shoulder where the arms connect iz painted solid black and ths
gemicircular faee usually hazs a black chin and hortzontal or vertical
stripes under the lips, These pieces are all very similar and many
vietually ldentical examples are known. A typieal example is illus-
trated in Machiigall (1881, figure 238,

True fgurines, figures with no opening in the head, gre more com-
mon than anthropomorphic vases in the Caldas Complex. Most rep-
rezent standing figures, unlike anthropomorphic vasez which are al-
mosk invariably of seated persons. Many of the figurines are rattles.
Figurines may¥ be elther male or female, male ones again
are more oomman, Most figurines have a hollow body, for-
med by elfher coill or slab, and a solid head. The limbs
are generally solld too, A few figurines are entirely =olid,
being cut out of a flat plece of clay and having all details added
by appligue. Solid flgurines tend to be smaller in size than the hollow
ores but there is a fair range of slze variation In figurines. Most are
between 15 and 25 cm. In height, but there are a {ew specimens that are
smaller or larger, Most figurines have a sguare to tringulsr head. A
fewr have oval heads and rarely a half circle shaped head will appear.
Peatures are shown as st or, occasionally, as eoffes bean appligue,
The ralsed edge sl features of the anthropomorphlic vases are nok
common. Ears, when shown, are tab like projections, usually plerced
for metal ornsmenis The nose tends to be large and well modeled;
usaally it too s plerced for a metal ornament, In some few examples
the [fgurines still have their mefsl ornaments. Both gold and cop-
per are Enown, although it iz, of course, the copper ones that tend to
get left an the figurines by the guaguercs. Man¥ flgurines have a
group of holes punched throogh the lower lp. If the head iz hollow
these go through to the cavity, These holes could have been for the
release of steam in firing, but more lkely have some sort of decorative
function. Mot all hollow figurines have thess holes while g number
of solid ones do. Forther plercings, either functional or decorative
are seem in both hollow and solid figurines. These include a hole plercad
In elther armpit, a hole for the navel, and a hole between the legs
This latier is probably the one for steam release since all hollow
figurines have this hole and no solid ones do, Most flgurines are mod-
eled 50 that they will stand alone; usually the heel of the foot is
extended to provide a longer support The toes, if shown at all, are
indieated by incision, as are the [fingers, Arms are almost always
zold thinnish eoils and are uwsually bent at the eibows with the hands
on the stompch or chest. Although most flgorines have rather ru-
dimentary inclsed digits, a few have well modeled hands with the
thumb clearly shown, A few fgurlnes simply have hands incised on
the shoulder or have no arms at all, only plerced shoulder tabs Thess
latter might have been for the attachment of movesbls arms but
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since no arms have survived this can only be a hypothesls. It has
also been suggested that mutilated persons or persons  suffering
from some deformation such as phocomalia may be the subjects. This
again ¢an only be a hypothesis. The legs, which on most figurines are
disproportionately short and thick, are usually nmot carefully modeled
nor are lgatures shown, The most common decoration of flgurines is
simple slip painting with some polishing. A smaller number are
painted with resist black. Many figurines seem to hawe had resist
paint only on the face. This is usually applied in horlzontal stripes of
varying widths, There are figurines with elaborate resist painted
designs of lattice works and dots, but these tend to be ones of unu-
sual type, There iz lttle use of the common triangle spieali dot or stoipe
degigns found on other shapes of pottery and, generaily spesking,
the figurines can only be assoclated with the Caldas Complex on bhe
basis of known grave asspelabtions, not becanse of similarities of model-
ing or of painted decoratlon,

Sguare Figurines

Very square solid or hollow figurines representing male and occa-
stonally female humans are one of the most unique and best knosm
of the artifacts of the Middle Cauca drainage. Althoogh It has been
Enown for a long time that they were found in the general “Quim-
baya" area, no further provenience information and no evidence of
thelr cultural associations has been fortheoming, There 15 fairly good
indirect evidence (none of thess figurines has come from controiled
excavations) that the figurines pertain to the Caldas Complex and
aré A rather localized style which seems to center in western Caldas.
Hone of these figurines is known to have been found south of Quingio
and, Indeed, they are quite rare in Quindio, The vast majority come
from northwest Risaralds and western Caldaz and interviews with
loeal eollegtors and with guagueros seem to roughly establish their
center in that area. There are two basic types of these figurines: a
solid slab type which invariably represents a seated male and a hollow
type, which although of slab construction and of much the same style
as the solid ones, may be elther male or female and is found In a
variely of poses. Both fypes come in a wide range of sizes. Most are
moara than 15 em. high and many are more than 20 em. There are
also a falr number of very large figurines In this style althoogh few
are maore than 50 ¢m, In height.

The paste of the slab flgurines 1= wsually exidized, although the
larger solld ones usually have a grey core, The color is usually a lght
orange or orangish tan with occasional dark ocrange or grey specimens,
There iz a tendency for one group of small standing male figures to
be grey in color. Mone are smoked biack Al are tempered with sand
but the larger figures have particles so large that gravel temper
would b a betber description. Most of the figurines have some fire
clonding and/or char marks, The finlsh 15 vsually a se21f ip which is
aither wiped or given a low burnish, The burnishing |s done with even
strokes which are guite vistble and are vertical on the body and ho-

to the body, The legs are always attached just below the midpoink
of the rectangle. All of the scld and many of the hollow fHgarines
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resb upon the two fest and the boktom of the réctangular body slab.
Solid figurines all show seated males and the legs are bent st the
knee with the leet placed squarely upon the ground. The arms usually
curve slightly and the hands arve placed on the knees, A few examples

15 fMat and the eyes and mouth are shown by long slits. The nose is
large and realistically modeled and is always plerced for the suspen-
goh of o metal naripeern. A serles of deep punehed holes are the only
other ornamentation these figurines bave. There iz always a row of
holez punched in the forehead above the eyes. The number varies: four
is minimum, eight to tén maximum, There Is & second set of holes
punched fn the flat top of the head Thess too vary in number and
the number is zeldom the same as the number of forshead holes.
Sometimes there are further holeés punched in the side of the face.
Those in the top and bottom corners nsuslly go through the sab and
have copper rings in them, It has been suggested that the holes in the
top of the head were for feathers or some other perishable decoration.
There is no evidence that this was the case and no reasonable explana-
tion for the forehesd holes has ever been advanced. Holes are usually
punched in the body too, but are limited to & pair n the armpit reglon,
& navel {ocoazlonallyl and a pair of holes above the leg attachment,
The body and forehepd holez, especlally in the smaller figurines
may be punched through the body slab. Larger figurines have a deep
hole punched with a stick in the damp clay. Bome of the large figo-
rines have a second =of of holes punched in the bottom of the body
slab, Again no function has been advanced for these holes,

Many of the solid slab figurines were apparently left unpainted
Those which do have some painting have it only on the fage, This
decoration is Invariably horizontal stripes of varying widths paintasd
in resist black on the natural clay. Sometimes this bBlack iz combined
with a heavy white matte slip, afso arranged in stripes. The arrange-
ment iz always of a wider stripe flanked by one of mMoTe NATTOWED
stripes. The nose may or may not be covered by the stripes. No attempt

The hands and fest are usually carefully
modelled with separate solid fingers and toes which are bent and curled
into lifelke positions (Fig. 700, Arm and leg ligatures, agein the only
clothing worn, are shown by & wide shallow groove, often with Ineleed
designs in it Thess incised patterns seem to imitate basketry or tex-
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tiles and are oecasionally filled with whits plgment. The head and
body holes are usually fower In numbér than on the solid figurines.
They usually go through omly the fromt body wall, They have
the same arrangement on both types of figurine with the
exception of some special vent holes in the hollow ones. Forehead holes
are generally three in number and no specimen was seen with as many
as eight. Often there are only two holes, one In each corner of the
forehead. These are sometimes matehed by holes in the lower corner of
the face, Thase latter were evidently meant to represent the ear Iobe
alnee & pleresd tab {5 often found in this poition. The ear tab may
be farther up the face though. It Iz always pierced. Sormetimes there
is & row of amall holes under the mouth. There are also usually holes
in the top of the head and often on the bottom of the body, Body
holes have a different arrangement since there are seldom armpit
holes. There are holes over the legs and these holes may go through
both walls. Sometimes the holes are punched, but often they are care-
fully cut and are sguare or triangular tn chape. The legs usually
have an opening into the body cavity and have no further holes in them,
The arms have no such opening and = steam release hole iz uazally
Placed in the palm of each hand. These holes are small and simply
punched.

The eyes and mouth again are represented by long horlzontal stits,
These may be cut through the wall of the figurine. The pupil of the
eyes 18 common represented only on one specific subtype and most figu-
rines with a plerced pupil are modern fakes, (Fakes are very common
in thiz style since it ia a popular one with eollestors), The nose iz
again large and well modeled and has & hole for a metal ring. Many
figurines still preserve their nariguera, Both rings and long triangular
torms are found. The arms and legs, especially on the larger figurines,
are carefully and reallstically modeled. In many cases, judging from
the proportions, the positions and the plumpness of the limbs a baby or
& amall ehild was the subject of the figurines.

Hollow figurines occur in a large number of poses, The most com-
mon iz the zame pose seen In solkd figurines, with one hand held in the
alr, These figurines, lke their solid coonterparts. are always male.
Female flgurines are ususlly shown seated with their legs extended
In fronk, The position of the arms is varlable. Female figurines holding
infantz are known and examples have bean reported which show scenss
of birth, Many figurines hold a large bowl,

Hollow slab figurines, as mentioned befors, are much more elabo-
rately painted than the solid ones. Painting is often found on the body
as well as the face. Inclzad decoration is common too, although usually
restricted to ligatures and the rare headband. The painting 1= wswally
biack resist on either self or red slip. Sometimes n little white slip
i% used too and one example with red and white sbip and resist paint-
ing ia kmowmn.

The molifs used vary somewhat The most common is simple
horizontal stripes on the face identleal to those on solid figurines
These are often then combined with a group of verticsl gtripes on
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either side of the nose, On more elzborate specimens the nose is
painted with & separate set of vertieal stripes. Sometimes rectangular
areas of black paint with reserve dots are also used on the face, In
combination with solid areas of black or stripes, Body paint secms to
be largely Hmited to stripes, usually vertical ones, and to areas of
red paint. The paint iz often rather carelessly applied. One speclmen
with red slip and Classic Caldas reslst motifs is known,

A subproup of these hollow figurines which has 4 somewhat larger
area of ocourrance 15 a type which shows & standing male (Fig. 681,
These are always rather small (rarely as muoch az 15 cm. In height)
and some are solid or partly solid n construction. The hollow ones are
usually rattles, Thess figurines are usually shown with a modeled
headband projecting on elther zide of the rectangular head. The
headband 18 decorated with fncised braid or basketry patterns and
the incisions are often filled with white pigment. The arms are solld
and usually are bent at the elbow, resting on the hips or waist. Digits
are incised. The legs, which are short, are alse usually solid. The
featurez on these ligtle figures nre similar to those of other sguare
figurines although the may have a pupil punched below the eye
glit, There are generally no head or body holes, A peeuliarity of these
lttle male figures I8 that many are shown with a broad smile, They
are salf slipped and & few have a little resist painting,

Incensarios

The group of ceramic commonly called Incensarios forms s dis-
tinctive sub group of its own, Until recently there was little information
on the associations of thiz peculiar groups of ceramics. Dugue CGrmer
reported finding incensarios assoclated with resist painted pottery in
his excavations in Armenta in 1941, However, he did not describe the
resiet painted ceramics in sufficient detail to ascertain if they were
Middle Cauch or Caldas Luis Arango reporbed that in Machonegro
near Montenegro in Quindio he found a tomb of a somewhat unusual
type which contained sixteen bodies and sixteen incensarios. This was
g zhaft and chamber tomb and gold srnaments were found with the
burialzs. In 1970 I excavated a shaft and chamber tomb In La Tebaida
which contained several urn burlals, Caldas Complex cerpmics, and
an incensarlo with shallow inclsed decoration (Fig. T5). Radictarbon
tests run on matertal from this tomb gave the dates mentioned above
for the Caldas Compléx. There are also several partial grave lots In
private collections in Armenia and Perelra which have Incensarios
asspciated with Caldas Complex ceramics, so that their temporal place
ment geems relatively certain. To date though thesa vessels have
not been found associated with Classic Caldas type decoratlon but
rather with one or the other substyles which are not yet well defined
glther reglonally or temporally. Incensarios are found throughout the
entire Middle Cauea drainage and may well be asspelated with severnl
different substyles

Inecenzarios are very limited in shape categories and have rather
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different decoration from the more commonly painted fine wares. In
color Incengarios are almest invariably orange, Oecasionally one s
grey reduced and several made of white clay are known, The most
common color 15 orange with an orange slip. Only oceasionally are
they slipped red. All pieces are colled and coll marks are usually visible
on the interior. Most specimens are well oxidized.

In shape well over 80% of the specimens known are carinated bowls
(Flgs. T4, T5), These bowls normally have s narrow Inwards sloping
shoulder, straight flaving sides, and a small, flat bottom. A varient
form haz more rounded sides and an unflattened bottom. Thers sre
also & few shallower vessels that are unshouldersd. One footed cup and
one amphora are also known with incensarto type decoration. All in-
censarios have vertleally plerced tab or lug handles, one on either side
of the veszel. Connecting the handles longitudinally around the vessel
is a deep incised or excised groove. The arrangement of the handles
and the groove indicates that the vesssls were probably suspended
by a cord. That they were not usually mean to be placed on a flat
surface iz shown by the continoation of the design over the basze on
most examples. There is, desplte the name, no evidence that thess
vessels were ever used for burning anything, None seen had any
evidence of burning inside or out. It seems more likely that they were
used for somé specific purpose and hung from the rafters or the walls
of & house. It 15 possible to hold one and swing it like o censer, but
there 15 no reason for thinking that this is what the anclents did with
these vessels,

The decorative techniques uysed on incensaring are incision, ex-
cision, punching and modeling. All pleces are self slipped and burnish-
ed on the exterlor, Many are slipped and burnished on the Interlor
too, Incensarics on the basls of shape differences and differences in
decorative technigues fall into two distinct groups. Tt is not known if
these groups are representative of regional or gite differences, different
timez of manufacture, or different uses. Both types share certain
feptures of shape and decoration. Among both the earinated bow] is
the more common shape. The rounded varient is equally popular in
both groups. Both shapes have the same rim treatment and handls
placement. A flattened rim which slants inwards iz typleal, This is
not flat but has one to three grooves in it. The grooved rim is typical
of all the domestic or utilitarian pottery of the area too. ALl incensm-
rios have four handles, These are placed in groups of two, ohe ket
on the rim and one on the shoulder edge on opposite sides of the vessel.
The mosk common form thess handles take 1= a semicircnlar tab with a
hols plerced in it, presumably to hald a string. Sometimes the tabs
are applied, ofthers are formed by thickening the rim at the AppEa-
priate point and then punching a hole through their trickened por-
tion, Often the second set of handles i3 a palr of restangular oF mode-
led lugs with a vertical hole through them, Modeled ones are esmman-
Iy Irogs, but small lizards, Insects or humans are also found, More e-
laborate incensarios may have handles and figures, this tme placed
on the shoulder betweenm the handle sets. Most of the Tigures are
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rather schematically modeled and it 1s hard to identify them. Hu-
man [gures tend to peer over the edge and into the bowl interior

The placement of the handles and the ligures affects the place-
ment af the other decorgtion. Im all vessels the shoulder and body
are treated as separabte design zones, These areas are further divided
by the handles and the connecting groove. If modeled figures are used
these further divide the shoulder and they too may be conected by
grooves, dividing the body as well. Modeled [igures are often set off
by ineissd stripes which continue onto the body making the fourpart
division even stronger. The designs used on the shoulder and body
may be the same or different. Often only the shoulder i decorated.

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Shoulder decoration is placed in horizontal bands while the body is
cuf into several triangular design zones by the grooves.

Twao types of decoration, with largely exclozive patberns, can be
distinguished. These two types are never combined on one vessel nor,
although the designg are similar, are they exactly alike. The first type
of decoration is deeply excized, incised and punched, Veszels with this
type of decoration are frequently very elaborately decorated with
modeled handles and sels of modeled figures. Vesssls with excised
decoration show more variety of body shape than the other type. All
decorative motifz are geometrie. The commonest designs are those
made up of varlous arrangements of excised triangles and diamonds
arranged into zones with ineized lnes unsed as dividers (Fig, T4).
Deeply punched cireles are often uwsed In conjunction with the excised
patterns. The groove which rung from handle to handle is wide and
deep and ls vsually fanked by several narrower deep incised lines,
This sacond group of lines does not continue onto the shoulder. Many
of these exeised incensarios are decorated over the entire exterior
Eurfnes,
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The other t¥pe of decoration is different in its effect, being formed
of shallow inecision and Impression {Flg. 76). The decoration on thess
vessels seems bo have been done when the vessel was leather hard sines
all ineisionz are sembcircolar In cross gection, Almost gl of the wessels
with shallow incision are of one shape: & tallish earinated bowl with
& comparatively deep body and narrow shoulder. Although this shape
opcurs with excised decoration, the proportions are somewhst diffe-
rent. Relatively few of the incised vessels have modeled handles, The
few that have modeled decoration tend to have little half figores of
people peering into the bowl (Fig. 75), The groove that runs from
handle to handle iz deeper than the rest of the decoration but is com-
paratively shallow and is apparently more of 8 conventionelized part
of the design than a practical festure, Dezign elements consist of
ghallow klnes, used both to delineate deslgn zones and as patterns
themselves, Impressed triangles, and impressed civeles, All of these sle-
ments are small, especially in comparison with the excisged patierns,
The design elements are arranged the same on both groups although
combinations of yvertical stripes and horizontal bands of triangles and
circles are more commeon on the shallow inclzed vessels. Very few of
these shxllow inclsed vessels have the decoration cowering the entire
surface. Many are decorpied only on the shoulder, There are also a
number of undecorated incensarios (save for the grooved rim and tab
hangles) that by proportions seem to belong with this group.

There 1= & second group of vessels that, from their decoratiom,
seem o be related to the ineensarios. These vessels all have a line of
maodeleld tabs along thefr shoulder body join. Most are =mall carinated
howls or ollas, Most have & holow plerced in the vessels wall on either
gide just below the rim. The tahs below thess holes are also plerced,
thus providing two handles for & cord just as on the ineensarios. Some
of these weszels also have s groove connecting the sets of handles, If

None of these oocurs with incensario type
impression on it thoogh, Most of thess ofher vessals are cups with a
high annular base, Some of them have the tabs plerced and there
may be holes in the rim, bub there s no groove connecting the tabs.
Most of these cups are elther plain clay or have the thin red wash
applied to the exterlor. One of thess cups was found in the tomb at La
Tebalde In direct association with an ineensario with incised deco-
ration.

Almost all of the incensarios and incensario bype vessels show
signs of use in the form of seratches on the interior and exterior bot-
torm, Wone shows signs of use In the fire, Whatever the funeclion of
incensarios it was something of evervday importance since incensario
fragments are very common in Uving refuse. It may be slgnifleant that
the majority of fragments from midden are of the shallow inelsed
decorated type. The exact associations of the exolsed degcorated in-
censarios are not known and it 1z possible that they pertain to the
Middls Caues Complex, Because Caldas and Middle Cauca sites are
mixed questions like this must be answered by controlled excavations
of tomhbs.

Appligue-Incised Ware

One of the more easily recognizeable styvles of decorated pottery
can, an the basls of several fragmentary tomb lokz, now be associated
with the Caldas Complex. This iz Applique-Incised Ware which iz largs-
Iy restricted to the northern part of the Middle Cauea dralnage,
being found malnly In northern Caldas and southern Antioquis. Here
it iz associpted with black on red resist decorated vessels of & rather
common varient of the Caldas Complex, Nothing more is known of
the assoriations of this pottery. S8haft and chamber tombs are zald
to have been found with Appligpe Incized Ware in them and there
iz evidence of both extended and urn burisl. There seems to be a
{air amount of local diversity in Appligue Incized Ware but provenience
and assoclatlon information are 8o scanty that all wvarieties are
deseribed  together.

Applique Incised Ware iz distingoished from the painted wares
which are assoclated with it and from the other wares of the Middle
Cauep dralnage by surface treatment, shape, and to a lesser extent, by
color, The paste 13 much the same as in the other wares. There 13 a
rilabively greater proporbion of méduced pieces in Appligue Inciged
Ware but these ssem to be at least partly a function of the fack
that, with the exception of some alearrazas from Antioquis which
mey partain to this subgroup, all pieces were used in the fire. Appligue
Incised Ware is basically a domestie or utilitarian ware which is park

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of a larger group which includes painted vessels:cups, vases, amphorae
end the like. All pleces of Applique Incised Ware have grey smoke
smudges on  the exterior and slmost all have heavy c¢arbon
deposits on the lower portion of the exterior. In many cases this
carbon has penetrated to the Interior or vessels have deposits of
carbon from meals burned in antiquity, Aslde from Ehe surface emdg-
ing and the carbon deposits most pieces are at least partly oxidized
&nd the paste color in o new break 1= tan or arange, The temper is
gand and iz usually quite heavy, at least 30% of the vessel body or
more. Often the temper 15 50 heavy that the pasta Iz Iriahle, Larger
vessels have very coarse sand temper and all vessels brealk quite
easlly. They seem to have been fired at somewhat lower temperatices

than ks the norm in this area. The assoclated painted pottery is highly
fired,

The surface finish of Appligue Incised Ware I8 uniform throoghoub
all shapes. Vessels are not slipped and the areas which are decorated
are wipsd only. This was presumably done with & plece of cloth and
wipe marks are ¢lear on most pieces. The Interior of the vesssls is
usually wiped also. The undecorated portions of the vessels, especially
the lower part, 8 simply smoothed with the fingers. A few pleces have
some burnishing on the rim but no plecez are well burnished and
polishing is non-existent. None of these pieces has any eolored allp
although there are a few specimens with white plgment rubbed Inte
the incisbons,

The technique of decoration on all vessels s shallow inelsion,
usually quite carelessly done, and appligue. There 15 no resl model-
ing, although the more elaborate pieces have applied adornos of a
rudimentary sort. The incislon seems to have been done with a pointed
stick. Bome vessels, especially those from Antloguis, have impresalon
in place of incision. Here the end of a flat stick was pressed into the
clay, the impresslona overlap, forming & continuous lne of siightly
irregular shape. Some punctation Iz used with incision and impres-
aton. This varies from large deep gouges to small ovel or triangolar
impressions. There s some lUmited use of eircular punctation and a
small amount of dashed line incision and impression as well. The
decoration iz almost without exceptlon confined to the upper portion
of the vessels, SBince most shapes have a definite earpation a clear
design gone is thus marked off by the shape alone, The few shapes
without carination are all tall narrow jars or ollas. These tend to be
decorated only on the rim.

Decorative mokifs are almest sll stylized representations of the
humsn face or body, These are reduced to their most elementary rec-
ognizeable form {(e¥es, nose, arms with hands, and occasionally a
mouth and/or genitals). Thiz styllzation is so extreme as to Bppear
grotesque. The body features are formed of bits of clay applied to
the surface of the vessels, Thess gpplied featurss are then surrounded
by Inclsed or impressed lines arranged in simple geometric patterns,
mainly diagonal or horlzontal stripes. Elaborations of these designs
are alternating solid and dashed lines and a basketry pattern Tormed

of parallel diagonal lnes, The corners of many vessels are further
decorated with applied knobs of clay, appligue fillets, usaally simply
Uttle wartical strips of clav, and small crudely modeled frog adornos,
Mozt wessels are decorated on both sides with ldentical patterns. A
fair number of smaller vessels, mainly ollas and open dishes have
only & narrow band of inclsed decoration or & few applied knobs on
the rim or the ends A faizly large percentage of vessals have no de-
coration at ell although they ame of the distinetive shapes of this
WADE.

With few exception the shapes of Appligue-Incised Ware are
totally unlike the shapes of painted pottery of either the Middle Cau-
ca or Caldas Complexes and totally unlike the shapes of the more
common domestic potiery assoclated with these complexes In other
parts of the Middle Cavca dralnege. The unique features of the Appli-
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que Incised vessels are a generally oval body shape, often pointed at
both ends to make a boat shaped vessel, and a narrow, heavy base.
MNone of these vessels has an annular or a ring base. Instead most ves-
gels taper at the bottor to & narrow, round foot This foot iz much
thicker than the walls and is =olid, the normal thickness belng 2.5
to 4 em. with much thicker bases being found on larger vessels. This
base appears to be functional for, without a weighted bottom many
of the weszels, whose tops flare exageraledly above the Toot, would
prove to be very unstable, The welghted besa appears to have had
ancther function as well: from the pattern of earbontzation on the
exterior of the vessals it appears that the foot was burled in the earth
to where the vessel walls begin to flare and the fire was built around
the vessels thus doing away with any need for fire stones or fire dogs.

One of the more cominon shapes of Applique Incized Ware is an
open dish whose body is either a pointed oval or a diamond shape,
These dishes occur in all sizes althoogh quite large ones (30 to 40
cm. in length) are the more commeon. Often thess dishes have a flat
rim which is wide and overhangs the interior of the dish. Both the
rim and the upper portion of the exterlor are decorated. Usually the
rim has small [aces, frogs and fillets separated by areas of ineised
designs. Usually the walls of the vessel have applied knobs or little
faces, especially on the points, These dishes are the most elaborately
decorated of the Applique Inclzed vesselz and, because of their large
gize, it 1z possible that they were wsed as serving dishes, There is a
wariety of dish of the same genmeral type which has a flat arched

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handle like those often found on laundry bazkets. The handle is
attached to the rim. The handies are profusely decorated with ador-
nos and faces. All of these basket handled dishes are very elaborately
decorated and. alone of the Applique Incised vessels, do not usually
have any signs of having been used in the fire

A second more or less open vessel s one which has the basic dish
shape but in which the rim hes been widened snd slamts upwards
forming & semi-closed dizh or a wide mouthed neckless olla. Decora-
tion on this shape s confined to the wopper, slanting portion and
usually consists of horizontal filletz, noarrow Ineised bands, and an
applique face on elther side. Thess semi-closed vessels are usually
oval or diamond shaped, bat an occaslonsl one Is triangular, Usoally
they too are guite large, the height averages 10 to 16 em, and the
length (the lomger axish of the mouth opening is at least 15 cm. and
mor# often more than 20 cm.

A wvessel which might be called an olla I another very common
shape (Fig, T3). These vessels have a well marked neck, earinated body,
afd either a sharply incurving base of the kind that lg charasterisile
of the ware or, less frequently, s broader, flatier one. Round, oval,
diamond shaped and triangular olles oepor, They are generally falriy
shallow {the average helght is between 8 and 15 em.), but their dia-
meter or long axis 15 muoch greater (at least 20 om.p, There are &
few very large ollas. Ollas are all decorated on the neck and shoulder
and may have either relstively simple decoration of Ineised lines and
appligue fllled and Encbs or, more commonly, they are formed into
grotesque effigies. In thess appligue and inclsion are combined on
the neck and shonlder to form a fpoe conzisting of & nose, usually
with a nariguera, eyes, ears (formed by placing tabs of clay on either
end of the wvessaly, Uttle arms, also made of rolls of clay, and so on.
A pecullar featurs is the common practice of hanging further arms
froon the original arm ecll Al of these arms have Uttle inecised
hands, If there 15 only one get of forearms and hands these are
usually applied to the foin between the shoulder and the neck of
the vessel. Larger sets of arme commonly are placed on the shoulder.
Often the long or main set of arms will have several elbow joints,
gigragging along the wesssls to the center frong, The areas betwaen
the appligue decoration are filled with ineised stralght and dotbed
lines, rows of amall punctations, or areas of basketry patiern. Once in
a while genitals are represented, These are usually placed in the
center front on the keel of the veszel (the angle between the shoulder
and the lower body), All ollas are females, Usually there iz ldentioal
decoration on either side of the body. All olles show signs of use in
the fire.

There are also a numbar of very small vessels almilar in form to
the ollas. Thess are all under 7 em. in height. The decoration s muach
simpler, usually consisting only of ineision. Many are undecorated.
The shapes are somewhat mora variable than the larger ollas and
there are more triangular and gquadrilateral vessels. These are @ll very
heavy for their size and moest ssem not to have been used in the fire.
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A shape which is commonly found only in Applique Ingised Ware
is the shoe or duck pot (Figs. 74, T5). Thess assymetrical vessels are
more or less oval in outline with a closed body and the neck placed
at one end of the vessel The average height of these shoe pots is
about 10 em. and most are no more than 15 em. in length. Some
have small strap handles connecting the neck and body. As would he
expected with a vessel which is specifically designed for cooking, all
sho# pots show signs of having been used In the fire. The amount and
type of decoration found on shoe pots s highly variable, Some have
no decoration at all or only a Une of fllets around the neck. The
majority though are decorated on the neck and shoulder, very often
a5 effigies (Pigs. T4, 78}, A face, formed of hits of clay, 1s placed
on the neck; the shoulder iz then decorated with incizion and arms,
There 1s some tendency to decorate shoe pots with appligue alone,
leaving the ingised filling crnament alf,

Another shape which iz primerily funetional in use is what might
be ealled a composite silhouette olla. There are falrly large, 16 to 20
cm. tall and are rarely decorated. All have a heavy deposit of car-
bon on the exterior. The rim form s variable, many have a grooved
rim (which is fairly common in Appligue Incized Wared, Low flaring
rims and a beveled inturning rim are also guits common. The bottoms
af these vessels are often slightly rounded and mest of them are
somewhat top heavy, It is Hkely that they were propped up with
stones for cooking, since most will not stand alone. The allhoustie is
varlable although most have a definite Incurve near the center and
often the top or bottom section, or both, is carlnated, When they are
decorated it is confined to a few applied Enobs or a fillet or two, & few
of these vessels also have plerced tab handles.

Jars, deep vessels whose peck opening is considerably less than
their height, are also fairly common. Most of these have a earinated
body with a narrow heavy base and a high flaring neck. The neck is
often laterally fiattened to give it an oval shape. The jars have a con-
slderable zize range, being fram 10 to about 30 em. in height. There
are two basic shapes, one very elongated and somewhat ovoid, the
other sguatter with proncunced curves above and below the keel
The size range end decoration on both shapes iz muoch the same, Mozt
jars have anthropomorphic decoration. Usually an appllgue and kn-
cised face §5 placed on the neck. Many have only appligue and no
incision. Paces may or may nob be double, that is, one on elther side
of the vessel, The éyes are usually shown as siits with raksed edges,
the nose large and with & ring or studs. Ears are optional and few
of these faces have a mouth. Fillet arms are usoally placed on the
Jar shoulder. These may be of the multiple forearm type that is
common on dishes or, more frequently, s single pair of arme iz Tound,
The single forearms are often zigzagged as if they had several elbows.
Many jars have genitals applied to the keel; Jars, like ollas, are always
female, Jars with non-anthropomorphic decoration uzually have sebs
of knobs applied slong the keel and a little Incision en the rim.

There are & varlety of open dishes without decoration that, feom
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thelr shapes, seem to belong with the Appligue Inclzed Ware. Most
ATe square or rectanguler and are goite largs, 15 om. or more b a side
is common. There are also many much smaller hoat shaped dishes.
Home of these dishes has carbon deposits on it and they may well
have been eating dishes of scome gort,

One other form iz tynical of Applique Incised Ware. This s the
urn, many of which are reported to have contained ashes or bones,
hiost of the urns are very large and either primary or sscondary
burlal iz a possibility, as is collective burlal or cremation (always
assuming that the ashea and bones were human, something which
1= not proven), Most of the urns are over 50 cm. In height, They tend
not to be decorated and uswally have a enrinated body, narrow bass
and a tall, vertieal neck. The rim form is variable: beveled flat and
rolled rirs are all quite common The few that are decorated hawe
simple applique fillets or knobs or rows of punctate circles around
the top of the neck, None of the urns seems to have had any anthropo-
morphic decoraflon although 1t s possible that some of the larger an-
thropomeorphic jars or ollas were also used as receptacles for the
dead, Many of the urns have carbon depogits om the exteripr, This
could be a wvestige of the funerary rites (&g boiling the bones to
cléan them for secondary burdal) or may reflect that the wrns had
some utllitarian function hesides disposal of the dead. Usoally only
the smaller urns have carbon deposits. This 18 very lght, as if they
were not uwsed offen

The eovers, if any, of these urns have not survived, There are some
large shallow basins which couid have served as wn lids and many
of the open vesels could also have been 50 used, As no buriel of Ap-
plique Incizsd Ware has been excevated by an archaeologist, the
method of ecovering the wrns, among many other things, L8 an
unknown.

ther Domestic or Tiilitarian Pollery of the Middic Cauea Drainoge

Domestic or utilibarian vessels are among the commonest finds
in the tombs and n the sites of both the Middle Cauea and Czldaz
Complexes, Because most tomba have been opened by goaguercs and
henpe no associations kept and because Caldas sites tend 1o opour with-
in the boundaries of Middle Cauca sites 1t 1= almost Impossible to
separate the domestie pottery of the two spmplexes, The tazsk 1a made
even harder by the proliferation of forms and decoration of the do-
mestic pottery and by the apparent fact that the two groups made
many similar forms (surmised from existant grave lots), Consequent-
Iy the domestle pottery of the two major complexes 15 deseribed to-
gether,

Most of these wessals have liltle sbylistic econnection with the
painted wares of the Middie Cagca and Caldas Complexes. The shapes
are differsnt, most have signs of heving been used for eooking on the
exterior (and sometimes the interfor as welll and they have scratches
and chips in the vessel fnbric. There 15 hence little doubt thak the ves-
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#£ls in the tombs were thouse in actual use, not special funerary ves-
sels, and this is backed up by the broken vessels from living sites.

The decorative technigues utilized in all utilitarian pieces cover
a wide range. Most pieces have a red slipped rim, this is burnished
of polished. Bome pleces have a bit more red slip on the decorabed
portion. This is seldom burnished, Most vessels kave some incised dec-
oration and many have appligue and modeled decoration as well In
all cases decoration is confined to the upper half of the vessel. Usually
it Is Inirly simple and the main portlons of any design are formed
plastically. The paste and the constroction technigues are the same
as In the painted wares although some of the domestic pottary is
& bit thicker. With the exception of a single group of composite sil-
houette olfas the frequency of reduced versus oxidized vesselz iz also
the same, The smoke staing on many of the vessels glves them a
greyish appearance, but the paste is usually well oxdized,

Becnuse of the lack of provenlence or complex sssociation
information and because certain “natural” groups, In terms of shape
and decoration seem to emerge from the mass of materdal, the do-

mestic pottery is deseribed in groups based on these criterla. It should
be remembered that no specific affiliation with a given ¢omplex is
meant unless it is given In reference to & soecific type, The arrange-
ment 15 for convenience, not becauss of any implied associations.
Ome of the more numerouns types of domestic pottery ls a shoul-
dered bowls with a conical body (Flg. TT). These bowls are all between
10 and 15 em, high and generally have a mouth diameter of no more
than 20 cm. Decoration is confined to the rim and shoulder. The bot-
toms are either rounded or flat and all of thess vessels shown signs
of having been usad in the fire, Om most veszels the rim slants inwards
and i% either plaln or has several longltudinal groowes Ino 16 I 18
psuzlly painted red. Most of these shouldered bowls have @ pale of
pierced tab or modeled lug handles on either side of the body-shoulder
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angle, Modeled lugs are commonly In the shape of frogs, The area
between the handles tends to be decorated with vertical incised lines,
elther arranged continuously or in discrete groups. The areas bebween
the incised lines may be filled with horizontal Incised lines, cross hat-
ehure and/or red slip, Vertical fillets are often found along with the
incision. Occasionally the shoulder will bear a little cireular puncta-
Hon and there is some use of Incised basketry designs. The arrangement
of the handles and the general shape of these vessels 18 reminiscent
of Incensarios. However, there is never a groove connecting the hand-
les and the decoration is guite different.

Another group of utilitarian vessels is guite different, there being
several related shapes, These vessels are all bowls or open vessels
with a carinated or hemispherical body and a wide vertical or flaring
neck. They are not really jars, since they are as wide ar wider at
the top than at the bottom. The bottom may be round or flat. All of
these open vessels have multigrooved red slippad rims. They are
turther decorated with applied fillets, many of which are ticked with
& stick, making linez of small indentationz on them. The decoration
may be simple or quite claborate but usually it inclodes some sort
of fillet around the neek-body joln ss well as the decorated rim.
Further fillets are often placed on the neck and there may be appligue
tabs below the fillets. All of the body fillets are ticked, I the wvessel
Is earinated there 1z nsually some sort of applied fillet design on the
shoulder. This may be accompanied by a little simple incision. However,
Incision is minor in importance as a decorative technigue. Cwocasion-
ally there are lines of ticks outlining fillets. The rims may have
rudimentary adornoes, vsually simple clay pellets, Although the red alfp
may be extended to the upper neck, only the rim and rim desoration
are burnished.

Similar decoration is found on & sert of hemispherical olla which
iz gne of the commonest cooking vessels in the Middle Caves Drainage.
These vary somewhat in shape: some are rounded, others more ovoid
or even conical, The rim form top 15 somewhat variable although rims
are usually grooved and invariably painted red, A thin red wash
may cover some of the decorated area too, Decoration 15 agaln con-
fined to the upper body and usually consists of a ticked fillet running
horizontally around the body, This may form scallops or zigzags
and sometimes has further appendages. There 1z a Httle use of zlm-
ple adornos, again usually frog shaped, although a pair of arms
akso occurs. A very few vessels have incised stripes abave the fillet.
These stripes are uzually red slipped.

The above vessels all temd to have relatively simple decoration,
Howewer, there are also a falr number of elaboretely decorated cook-
Ing pots too, These are all semi-closed in shape iollas ar neckless
ollas) and all show signs of us: in the fire. Most are rounded or
carinated and have wide grooved rims. The rim may be flat or slant
elther In or out but it is always painted red and highly polished.
These vessels then usually have a series of design areas on the shoglder
bordered by & thick ticked or twisted fil'et arranged ir seaflops, =ip-
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zags or horlzontally leoped up at the sidez. Thiz heavy fillet may be
the only decoratlon but more commonly the area within the scallops
or mgzags 15 filled with appligue, inclzad and painted deslgns. The
design 1s usually a face with ralsed edge, slit eyes and a modeled nose
with & noge ring. The faces then have Ingised, cross hatched and red
glipped stripez on them, Occasionally there is some incized decoration
on the vessel below the fillet, wsually a very scrabehy and carelessly
incised basketry deslgn pattern, There also are commonly rows of tick-
ing below the rim. More elaborate vessels may have high rellel mmod-
eled handles or adormos on the sides, The handles are usually in the
form of a frog or lizard.

Some deeper vessels are also decorated with ticked fillets but
in & much less elaborate manner. Most of these are desp, carinated
vessels or deep vessets with a composite silhouette, All have a painted
grooved rim and some simple decoration consisting of ticked filletz and
inclsion, wsoally vertically griented, A few of these deeper composited
gilhouette ollas have applied faces on them bot these do not have
the heavy encircling fillet, nor are they painted.

Angther lairly common sort of cooking wessel is 5 composife sil-
heuette ollas which has one or more shoulders built up on a conical
or hemizpherical base. These are ¢alled by the guagoercs “sartenss”.
The “sartenes” are decorated on the shoulders, each one being treated
as a separate deslgn area. At the edge of each shoulder iz placed s
srmall eoil to give it a raised edge and at either side §5 usually & plerced
tab handle. If there iz more than one shoolder the teb handles are
arranged to form vertical rows, The shoulders themzaelves are usually
decorated with inecised basketry petterns or with vertical or slanting
incised lines, Often a modeled adorno i3 placed on either slde, be-
tween the rows of handles. Many of these adornos are large and are
broken into segtion to eorrespond with the shouldsrs, The adornos
represent lizands or Insects. Bartenes tend to have very narrow grooved
rims, althoogh occasionally the rim is built up & bit inte a low neck
The rim 15 of course, palnted red and polizhed. Sartenes tend to be
darker in color then the other cooking wessels, both becauge they are
always covered with carbon but alse becauwse & large percentage has
been reduced somewhat in firlng,

Another group of vessels, undted by the unusual decorative tech-
nigue utilized ko adorn them, I am calling "slurry ware”, This group of
ceramics Iz distinguished both by its paste and its decoration, The
paste Is tan to grey with a very heavy sand temper which makes the
vessels rough to touch. The decoration s formed by scraping patterns
in the sludge or slurry which is left on the vesss! when the eolls are
smoothed oul. Smoothing colls 13 a process which normelly regulres
a fair amount of water. When the thinning and smoothing are com-
pleted & ccat of very wet clay, the slurry, is left on the vessel walls
Usually this iz wiped off, the pot I left or dry for & while, and the ves-
=0l is then palnted and burnished. In slurry ware & blade or thin stick
was used to gerape a thin layer of the slurry Into rldges forming pat-
terns on the vessels. The designs are very distinctive with fine wiggly
lines, triangular in cross sectlon, forming the pattern. Scrape marks
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are oftsn visible between thess lines, Because of the nature of the
decoration the vessels are not burnished. The rim is slipped red, pollsh-
ed and iz wsually grooved In ghape, A few pieces have arens bebtween
the sturry ridges set off by deep inclsion and painted red and white,
These painted areas are left matte too, Most vessals In the slurry
ware group have a thin red wash applied to the interior.

Slurry decoration is found on neckless ollas, carinated ollas, a
carinated or composite silhoutte jar, a tall ovold neckless jar and,
most commonly of all, a shallow bowl with a rounded bottom and ver-
tical sides. Decoration is confined to the upper part of all of these
shapes. Most patterns consist of vertical, horizental or slanting lines,
simple meanders and & sort of basketry patiern. There is same uss
of ticking and filleting, especially around the rim, a few pleces haye
simple fillets and adornos applied over the slurry decoration.

Other than the vessels described above, most of which show signs
of having been used for cooking, there are a large number of big jars,
amall olla type wessels, shoe pots and =0 on that cannot be tied to
elther the painted wares or any of the groups of decorated utilitarian
wares. Most of thess vessels are tan or tannish orange with a red
slipped grooved rim. Some have some red sUp or a red wash on the
exberlor, Usually these vessels are well smoothed or have = low, even
burnish, Sherds from wveszels such as these are common In sites of
the Mliddle Cauca and Caldas Complexes, Any clossr ldentification
iz Impossible,

OTHER CERAMIC COMPLEXEE OF THE MIDDLE CAUCA
DRAINAGE

There are two other well defined ceramic complexes from the
Middle Cauca Drainage, One of these, Brownware Imeised, first de-
scribed by Bennet (1944) has been published in detail elsewhers
tBruhns 1873), The other, Tricolor, 12 & three eoler ware completaly
unrelated in decoration or shapes to the resist painted complexes de-
scribed here, Both of these complexes are unknown from controlled
excavation. From the vessels with known provenience it seems thab
both oocur In o very restricted ares around Perefra and Manizales,
that is In Risaralds and Caldps. No pieces are known from Valle
There is no Information about the possible dates of these complexes
although certain geclogical facts about the Cordillers Central, specif-
ioally the direction of fall of the ash plume from the eruptions of
Cerro Bravo, Sta. Isabel, Cisne and Rulz, makes it onlikely that they
are very ancient. Indeed, there are no Enown ceramie styles which
much antedabe 1000 A, D, owing to the inmense build up of soll due
to voleanic ssh fall In earller centuries, Palsoindian sites are known
and, of course, there are much earlier sites from much of the rest
of Colombin, &5 sibes dating from between the Paleoindlan period and
the lnte centuries befora the Bpanizsh Conguest must exist, The odds of
finding them are not good.
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Minlature Vessels, Animal Figurines, and Miscellnneons Small Cerambe
Objects

Miniature vessels are quite common tomb artifacts in the Cordi-
llera Cemtral and environs, These are all tiny vesssls, under € cm. in
haight, and offen much smaller, They are generally wery cradely
made, often belng formed solely by pinching. The paste and fring
conditicns are the same as all the other vessels however. Very few
of the miniature wezzels are carefully finished and most are not
slipped. The exception to this arée miniature ineensarios, which are
guite common, and a special type of miniatare vassel which &5 akin in
paste and decorabion to spindle whorls and I8 deseribed with those
artifacts.

Shapes of miniature vessels are varied and include most of the
ghapes common in the Middle Caucs and Caldaz Complexes except
alearrazas, whistling bottles and sticrup bottles, There are a great
many footed vessels, which are In form & sort of cross between a
footed eup and s footed plate. These usually have 3 hole plerced In
gither side of the rim and either side of the fool sz if they were
meant to be suspended by a cord. There are some slightly larger
versions of this shape, gz well as some small (4-T cm. high) ollas with
the same arrangement of holes, These must have been made for a
specifle purpose since they are rather common, These seém to be
assoclated with the Caldas Complex sinee there are some normal
sized vessels of that complex with the zame set of holes. No use for
miniature vessels though s known. The fact that all mintature ves-
sels are from tombs (none have been found in Uving refuse) may
indicate that they had a ritusl funetion.

The association of the other miniature vessels with any parbie-
ular complax i difficult. The plerced rim cups and ollas seem bo
belong %o the Caldes Complex and the miniaturs incensarios lkewlae
may pertain to that group of ceramies

There are also some tiny boat shaped vessels and these, from their
shape and from the decoration they occasionally bear, are eertalnly
part of the Applique Incised Ware group, that iz 2 aub group of the
Caldas Complex. Most of the Appligue Incised minlatures are some-
what larger than the other pleces classed as miniature vessels and,
being maknly open dishes, might have had some functlon as serving
dishezs, No minizture vessels with resist painting are known to exist.

One of the more interesting types of ceramic artifact in the Middle
Cauca dralnage is s type of figurine which has no immediate styiistic
or decorative connectlons with any of the ceramic complexss. These
figurines aré all of animals, all =olid, =1l unsilipped and formed by
pinching (Fig. 78). The paste on these Iz ordinary although most
of these little animals tend towsrds the darker colors, Many are
reduced and gl heve some fire clovding. The modeling s wvery erade
and there is Hitle attempt At finishing except for wiplng the surface.
Bome of the animels are recopnizeable: ducks, caimanes, fsh, and
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what may be a dog or bear occur. Most are Just recognizeabls as
a guadrupedal andmal, One example has a human head on an animal
body and the head resembles In its modeling the anthropomorphic
vases of both Middle Caues and Caldms Complexes. The funchtion of
these lithle figurines §5 unknown, They come from tombs: again none
has been found in living refuse. They are much cruder than either
the anthropomorphic vases or the figurines and are not very common.
This may be sampling error sinee, becanss the animal figures are so
crude, guagqueros tend to leave them or give them to thelr own children
to play with and so they do not show up in collections.

Also Irom the tombs (and from the living refuse) of this region
come a number of small clay artifacts which precise use or function
is totally unknown. These vary in eolor, in workmanship and decora-
Elon, Most cannot be mssocliated wilh elther potlery complex

One of the most common artifacts of this trpe i3 something the
guagueros refer to as & “head deformer". Head deformation was
probably, however, not thelr function, since thess strange objects range
In slze from approximately & to 70 or 80 em. in length. They are
fairly heavy, slightly curved, rectangular pleces of clay. Most have a
hole pierced in each corner. The ecolor and temper vary with in the
usual range, although none has a colored slip, The few that are
decorated have incised designs, usually filled with a white pigment.
The deslgns are linear and somewhat similar to those found on spindie
whorls, although generally much simpler. Undecorated head deform-
ers tend to have a slightly different shape: rounded projections on
the sorners make them more or less shaped like & bone. These “head
deformers” are moré ¢ommon in stone than in clay. The stone ones
are all finely polished but have no decoration. The size and shape
of the head deformers, az well a5 the holes In the corners indicates
that they were probably tied onto something. Bince many are larger
than the human head It i5 possible that they were belt ornamerts.
Until some of these objects are found in situ their precise function
will remain & sobject of idle speculation.

Rattles and zmall hollow objects are also oulte commoen tomb
finds. The rattles are small spherieal or ovold hollow objects with
a few clay pellets Inzide thet make & nofss when the object 15 shaken,
These are decorated much the same as spindle whorls or have modelad
decgration, One partioularily fine rattle iz modeled in the form of a
lizard clinging to a rock, Frops and amphiblans are comimen shapes
too, The small hollow objects are similar to the rattles except that
they do not have the rattling pellets. Sines many asre unbroken it iz
ceriain that they never did rattle, There sre also some hormo and
cone shaped hollow objects, All of these are very wall made and well
patished and gll have one to three holes in them, in different BITANEE-
mentz.

Another peculiar ibem iz a type of small solid trapezoidal object.
These are flat or curved and are slipped red. They have & rudimen-
tary face at oné énd and some holes In the sther,

Clay masks exist but are rare, They are small {smaller than o
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human facel and are crudely modeled in much the same manber
than the anthropomorphic vases,

As can be geen the function of most of these miniatyures and small
clay objects is unknown. Without information on how they were placed
in the tomb and what they were associated with we cannot securaly
date them, It seems likely that all these objects had some ritual or
ceremonial use since they are frequent in tombs and not, &s far as is
known, found In lving refuse, Some of the ftems, ke the "head
deformers” and the masks may have been cheap substitutes for more
gostly stone or metsl {tems Butf this too i5 merely surmiss,

Spindle Whorls and Related Objects

Spindle whorls are & very common artifacts in the tombs and in
the living sites of the Middle Cauca and Caldas Complexes. If Arango
5 to be trusted, spindle whorls are found in 21l the types of tombs
known from this reglon. Several grave groups containing spindle
whorls are known, one excavated by the author, and from these it
seems that there is no basic difference betwesn wharls of the Middle
Caves and whorls of the Caldas Complex.

Bpindle whorls are usually dark in color, tan through brown to
black. A large number of them appear to have been smoked black, o
unigue feature in this part of the world, This would have meant sep-
arate firing, As with all other forms of ceramic artifact a few with
& chalky white paste are also known, The paste i5 generally very
fine, occaslonelly there §5 a light fine sand temper. Construction i
by eitting out of a thick slab of clay or by eolling, Most of the hollow
whorls were colled although some were made of slabs. Most whorls
are alipped In Lthe paste color and burnished or polished.

Spindle whorls from thiz area are generally guite large, Very
few are under 2.5 em. in dinmeter and most are 3 to 4 cm. There
are somée bigger ones, specimens op to 10 cm, have been seen. The
shapes are divided between those with o simple silhouette and those
with s composite silhoustte, The simple whorls range in cross section
from almost hemispherical to a very alightly rounded disk, The bot-
tom is alwavs flatber than the top. Composite silhouette spindle worls
consist of one of these lower elements with an upper element attached.
The upper clement s o globular or ovolid bead of clay modeled separ-
stely and atiached when the pieces were leather hard (as the frequent
breaks clearly show), The bottom element in both simple- and cormpos-
fte whorls may be circular, square, bexagonal, oftagonal or some
ather polygponal shape. Circular bottom elements are the most com-
man, but the others are not rare. A number of the larger somposliie
sllhouette whorls aré hollow and have clay pellets in them so that
they rattle when spun.

The decoration of spindie whorls I8 most distinetive, Almost all
whorls have very fine, often very eluborate, designs incised on the
top {and sometimes the =zides and bottoml. The ineision i5 often ac-
companied by small punctate circles ar dots, especlally az an edge
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element, A very few examples have an mpressed design on the surface,
Most of the whorls Bave white plgment [Elng the incistons. Although
Arpngo (1923-24) mentlons several times that he found palmted or
black painted whorls o painted spindle whorls it a sample of whole
specimens of more than 5000 pieces was observed. Perhaps Arangs was

referring Lo the dark color of the whorls and not the technlgue
of decoration. Mo effigy whorls were made in this area although they
are known In other areas of Colombia.

The deslgns ineclsed on the spindle whorls are totally unrelated
to those gne the painted vessels of any compleéx, Many are highly
stylized animals, birds, repliles, ete. A larger number are purely geom-
etrie: hexagons, starg, trlangles, ete, Almost all designs are beautifully
adapted to the shape of the whorl and even the simplest whorls show
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a highly developed sense of decorabion. In an aesthetic ssnse the
decoration of these zimple domestic artleles 1= one of the high points
of anclent Colombian art,

Although the decoration on the zpindle whorls bears no relation-
ship to that on the major groups of decorated pottery, there are scme
miniature vessels which are decorated In the same technigue and
with designs similar to those of the spindle whorls, Hone of Lhess
miniature vessels has any archaeclogical assoclatlon or anything
more than regional provenience. Most seem ko come from the ares
of Manizales and Chinchindg, These vessels are all dark in color and
decorated with fine whitefilled geometric patterns. Two shapes ocour;
a footed oup (two varients) and o shallow hemispherical bowl. The
maost common shape is a tiny footed cup with & high base and &
pointed ovel bowl. These are usually less than 5 em. high, The other
oup has 4 sguare or diamond shaped bowl and a flat flange at the
bottom. Ome specimen is known in which the foot iz attached to a
bench, alsn decorated with white filled incision.

In addition to these miniature vessels a few ministare musical
instruments with the same paste and decoration are known, These
inglude tiny ocarinas and whistles, In general it seems that the uwse of
a very fine paste with little or no sand tempaer, firing In a reducing
atmosphere and decoration with very elaborate and fines white filled
incision was restricted to very small ftems: spindls whorls, minlatsre
dighes and tiny musieal instruments,

A lask type of ceramic artifact related in funetion to the spindle
whoris, but of a very different character are the atamps and rollers or
cylinder seals. These are found in great numbers in the tombs and o
the refuse of this ares. In the La Tebaida tomb excavated by the
author & roller wes several spindle whorls were placed together [n
an Incenzario. The stamps are generally rectangular or cireolar with
a projection on the back to hold onto. The cylinder seals are solid or
hollow or may be of a “rolling pin® shape with slde handies. Both are
decorated with relief designs In varlous geometric patterns which
bear little resemblance to those painted om pottery or Inclsed on
spindle whorls. There is a great varlety of designs. bob all are geom-
etric and most are symmetrieal, The subject of desigm in thess
artifacts has been teeated exhaustively in a number of articles {eg
Cerezo Lope:, 1062) and does not merit further discosslon. There is no
evidenice that seals and rollers were used to decorabe ceramics and
their associations indicate that they must have been used fo decorate
textiles or to put on body paint. At present there Is no way of dis-
tinguizhing betwean which were used for what function, if indeed there
was any distinetion.

RELATIONSHIFS OF THE CALDABE AND MIDDLE CAUCA
COMPLEXES WITH OTHER ANCIENT CERAMIC STYLEE OF .
COLOMBTA.

The various Middle Cauca dralnege styles show strong resemblin-
ces to other ancient ceramie styles of Colombla, These ressmblances

are purely stylistic, there being wvery little archaeological evidence
toncerning any given ancient culture of Colombia. The problem s
further complicated by the lack of firm dating or of firm grographical
boundaries for any of the Cauca Valley and Cordillera Central styles
and by the large amounts of trade pottary found in all of these areas.
This 15 especlally a problem with the nelghboring coltural arens. For
example, we have seen fhat a falr amount of the ceramics tradition-
ally called Calima might just as well belong to the Middle Cauen and
Caldas Complexes and hence, In traditional terminology, be “Quoim-
baya'". Evan if both areas were betber known the problem of definition
of Just what §s what would be thorny simply because of what was
undoubtedly & fluctuating ¢ultural situation in the past. For exampls,
Dugue Gdmez found "Calima” siyle pottery in one of the tombs he
excavated in Montenegro with no definitely Caldas or Middle Cauca
artifacts associated (Tomb 4, Montenegrol, There Is no way of ex-
plaining this at this time.

Material of the so-called Upper Caucn style (Ford 1944) iz also
found in quantity in the Cordillers Central and adjacent Canea Valley.
Again, there are Do assoclations to show which complex they are
azspclated with, but the number of Upper Cauca pleges and the variety
of places they are known to have been found suggests close contact
or a falr amount of moving around.

There are also evidences of trade to the far south with San Agus-
tin, Pérex de Barradas fllustrates a Middle Cavea alearraza of unexcep-
tional type which wes found in a tomb at El Guineo on the right bank
of the Magdalena River near Quinchana (1943; 132, fig. 17).

The Ban Agustin ceramic inventory, particularily that of the Isnos
period shows some affinities with the Cordillera Cenfral complexes,
but the Isnps Peried §s centuries earlier and any ressmblances must
be either genetic or fortultous (Relehel-Dolmatoff 19720,

Connections between the Cordillera Central and Tierradentro have
been proposed for a long time, malnly on the basis of alleged similar-
ity of tomb types. Arango (1923-24) reports heving found painbed
chamber fombs in Quindio. There are other reports of painted tombs
in that areg, but theseé I was sble to discover more about simply had
had red ochre or some other red plgment spread about the chamber of
the tomb. Similarities in the ceramics between the two areas are not
marked although resist painted, basically red, ceramics are commen
at Tierradentro. Bhapes again show some similarity, but not a lot
Bath areas produoced slearrazes but, as would be expected, those of
Tierradentro show more similarity with alcarrazas of Ban Agustin
than of the Middle Caucs ares. A sguash zhaped jar is also found
in both sress, but as this form 18 eommon throogh the Cauca Valley
it is not definitive of any connection. There are large urns with Ineised
decoration. In both areas, but they are somewhat différent in both
shape and decoration. Annular base ocups and compoteras are found
In both areas but egaln have s very wide distributlon throghout an-
cienf Colombis. Besically there 1z, a8 yet, no really good evidence of
contact between elther the Middle Caucn or the Caldas complexes and
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the ancient culture{s) of Tierradentro. Ome would expect that there
was Esome confact, but evidence s not fortheoming at this point In
tme.

There are strong resemblances between ecertain of the Magds-
lena Walley ceramic groups and the Applique Incised sub-group of
the Caldas Complex. In both areas one hag evidence of urn burial
(zeopndary in the epse of the Magdalena cultures). The Magdalena
Valley urns are decorated with appligue ccnaments and usually have
a modeled fMgure on the 1id, These uwrns sometimes have imboressed
desoration on the vessel surface and the domestie pottery commonly
has this type of decoration. Very few of the Appligue inclsed urns are
decorated at all; those which are have a little appligue or some low
relief adornos about the neck, much as do the Magdalena urns, The
method of closing the Appligue Inglsed wrns 18 not known; the
Mpgdelena ones have & speclal Hd and are interred in a shallow plt
very close to the suriace,

One of the fdentifving marks of Magdalena pottery, especlally
that from Rio de la Miel, 15 a design formed of simple frets and lines,
often arranged in diagonal stripes along the vessel wall, There 8 also
some use of appligue {aces on the vesse] necks, The designs are formed
by impressing o thin rectangular object, probably a stlek, into the
damp clay, forming a line with irregular cutlines. This technique is ook
too common in the Appligee Inclsed pottery, although (& iz found on
related vessels from what may be a more northerty extension of Ghis
general ceramic style. There are emough pleces from the Middle Cau-
ea drafnage known with identical decoration though that it is tempt-
ing to see some sort of relatlonship between the Magdalens cultures
and at least ome part of the Caldas Complex. There Is however no
archaeclogical evidence for this connection and the stylistic resem-
blances, while closer than with any of the painted potlery groups,
are rather genergl, They share the use of simple inclsed or lmpres-
sed design although usually the Middle Cauca designs are simpler,
the use of a dashed lne between parallel incised lnes as 8 comimon
motif, the uwae of stylized human faces sz neck ornament and a
certain preditection Ior carinated olla shapes with a relatively nar-
row, verticgl neck.

Ric de la Miel style potiery is not the only Magdalens style
represented In the Biddle Caucs area. From some tombs near Mankza-
les several pleces come that are very closely related to, if not imported
fram, the site of Arrancaplumas in the Depto. de Tolima. Especlally
consplouons is an olla type vessels with apolied nodules and a flanged
rim decorated with dashed line lneision. Ssversl other pleces have
the marcow deep inclsed decoration that ks typleal of Arrancaplumasg
style pottery. In any event, some sort of falrly close connection with
the cultures of the Mapdalena Valley, ezpecially that part of It that
was elogest to the Middle Cauce cultures is certain. Its date, duration
and type are, however, unknown.

Plerss coming from the Plias region of Tollms are fairly numerous
in the tombs of the Middle Caocs andfor Oaldes complex. The Pijao
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style or styles iz very poorly defined and, from pleces published and
In eollections, ssems o be guite closely related to the various styles of
the Middle Cauca drainage. Elements shared Inelude (besides the trade
pieces) elay masks and certain design elements, especlally varients
on the ¥otoco patterns. However, the Pljas cultures are even lesz
known than the "Calima™ and “Quimbaya” ones so that any further
speculation seems fruitless.

The Marifio cultures are also represented by trade goods in the
Cordillers Central and adjacent Cauca Valley. The resist painting
tradition of Narlfio may have had some connectien with those of the
Cauca area, Certainly the painting on the pottery called “Negativo
del Carchi” is guite zimilar, the main differences being that the
Harifio style used broad linez and several patberns which are not
found in the Cauca area, Shapes are agaln roughly similar, but not
identical. The figurines of the Narifio ares are very different.

The obvious problem in trying to talk about Interealtural relation-
ghips in Colombia is that very few of the ancient cultures have been
adequately defined or dated. It is fairly obviouz in studying the
pnelent ceramics of the Cordillern Central and the Cauca Valley that
there are forelgn stylistic influences at work, but it is impossible to
pinpoint these in either time or space, There is good evidence Ehat
there was heavy trade, including ceramics, between the varions ancient
cultures but because none of the trade pieces known have any associa-
tions with Middle Cauca or Caldas pottery there is no way of even
rodghly placing them temporally, Until more controlled exemvation
1z done, both In the Middle Cauca and Caldas areas and elsewhers In
Colombis, the problem of intercultural relationships 1s unsolvable,

RELATIONSHIPS OF THE MIDDLE CAUCA AND CALDAS
COMPLEXES WITH OTHER ANDEAN AND CENTRAL AMERICAN
CULTURES

The guestion of outside Influence on the various archaeological
cultures of Colombia has received much atiention in the literabure,
Many of the theories of cultural contact or ln-migratlon which hava
been proposed, especially those regarding derivation of American
cultures from Africa, Europe, Asia, or the outer galaxies, may safely
be discarded. Other theorjes, which ¢oncern contact betwesn the
cultures of Meso- and South America, cannot be so ensily dismizsed.
It is becoming increasingly evident from the archaeclogical record
that there were movements of fdeas;, if not of populations, over the
Americas,

Overland fravel between South and Central Ameries must, as a
metter of geographic necessity, go through Colombis. The two great
river valleys of central Colombia are then the logical routes for such
travel to take, since overland travel in the coastal region of Colombia
ia diffieult In the dense rein forest. Likewlse mnorth south travel In
eastern Colombla 1= diffienlt because of the orientation of the moun-
tain chaing and the river valleys. Heavy trading up and down the
Cavea Velley iz amply attested to In early Spanish documents, as i
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trade acrogs the cordilléeras. The number of obviously foreign pleces
found in archaeclogleal comtexts in the Cauca Valley shows that
trade was probably as frequent in earler periods, However, although
trade pleces from adjacent arems of Colombia are found in the Cauca
Valley and although one can make some Inferences about foreign
stylistie influence on the complexes of the Middle Cauca, to date no
undoubled trade pieces nor unambiguoos nfluences of extra-Colom-
bian origin have been detected. There are, however, a few suggestlons
in the ceramie record of farther flung connectlons of the various Mid-
die Canca Valley cultures Thess are, admittedly, vague, but all the
more interesting In view of the eentral position of the Cauca Valley
In any pastulated migration of ideas or peonles.

In tracing such influences of interconnections one ls immediately
hampered by the slmost total lack of archaeslogical data on the
cultures assoctated with the ceramics. From the reports of guagueros
and from the small amount of sclentific investigation that has taken
place in thiz arep one gets o tantalizing glimpse of & well developed
funerary cult of some =sort. From the vegue reports of the early Span-
lards one alsy diseoverss that In parts of the Cauca Valley there was
quite highly developed shamanism, that thers weare ceremonial battles
and drinking bouts of vartous sorts, that cannibalism of both rell-
gious and segular types was widespread, that there were rudimentary
hereditary social class systems, and so0 on. Unfortunately, thers is
little evidence that the obssrvations of the Spanish are valid farther
back in time than the bomediste conguest period. There is likewise
little evidencs that they are not. What we are left with as sscure know-
ledge of the ancient coltures ls the evidence of thelr funerary prao-
Blees with saome less firm evidences of a stratified society and canmni-
baiism. Elaborate funerary cults, retainer burlal, class socleties, and
cpnnibalistn are widely distributed throwghout the Americas and
without firmer knowledge of the formsg they took in Central Colom-
bin any discussionsg of origing or spread are somewhbat premature.

Blnee the Colomblan culturez can now be dated some disoussion
of cultural cconnections based on technology and on ceramic styles
iz possible. The kngwn euliures of the Middle Caued Valley are all
late, corresponding in time to the Post-Classle or Toltec-Astec pariod
of Mezo-Armerica and the Later Intermediate Period and Late Horizon
of Peru. In lower Central America the corresponding fime pariod
would be the Late Polychrome of Costa Rica and Nicarsgua and the
Wicoya/Veraguas/Coclé cultures of Panama. There are several inter-
esting features of thizs pertod of time In general In the New World,
The usz of metals, especial’y the making of finely sorked gold and
gold alloy ormaments, was widespread. Polychrome and resist painted
pottery were manufactured widely, especially in the Northern Andes
and lower Central America. Elaborate fonerary cults were slso very
common, conpled with retainer buorial, large offerings of goads and
sacrifices. Cannibalizm, especlally north of Fera, wag Widespread,
Fragmented warring states interpersed with the rise and spread of
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large states or empires in the latter part of the period are noteworthy
along with well documentsd hereditary soclal class (and even caste)
systems and the high development of systematic long distance trade
In both raw materials and manufectured goods,

When one trles to find specific points of connection between the
Colambian cultures and those of Mespamerica thers are problems, not
the leasi of which Is the extrome faultiness of the data. Although it
15 inereasingly evident that there must have been direct contact be-
twean West Mexieo and Sputh or Cenfral America the evidence is
ambiguous. I is kneown that metallurgy was Introduced into West
Mexico via (probably) trade from some point to the south, 45 to which
point speciftcally an equally good ease can be made for the Panama-
Costa Rita area, Colombia and Bcuador (Easby 18962), The cultiaral
impact of Mescamerlea on Colombia and Bevador is Hkewiss a podnt
Ior more or less frultless discussion, since little hard data can be
brought to bear. In Central America there §5 some doubt If major
Mesgamerican influences penetrated much south of the Tiaa Valley af
Henduras until the very late period migratlons of the Pipil and the
Niearao, Certainly the lower Central Ameriecan culfures seem to show
more resemblances to each other and to those of the Northern Andes
than they do fo any specific Mesoamerican cultures (Brubhns 1974a),
In the Cauch Drainage we find almost no points of similarity betwean
the later Mescamerican cultures and the indigenous eultures, There
are a very few points of resemblance with the late Preclassie cultures
of West Mexico, spocifically the practice of primery burial in shaft and
chamber tombea, the placement of figurines with the body and the in-
clusion of vessels, toods, and jewellry with the burialisy, Although thess
resemblances have been made much of (Furst 1966, the mere fime
gap of aproximately a thousand years between these cultures should
be suificient evidenee of lack of direct contact. Moreover, It is evident
that the postulated resemblances are very generalized. For example,
the wvarieties of shaft and chamber tombs are guite different and
the subjects of the pottery seulpture are so different sz to ba fndie-
ative of thelr different purposes (FPurst 18651,

Similaritles befween the late cultures of the Cauca area and of
lower Cenfral America are more pronounced. From Spanlsh sccounts
we Enow that soclal customs, religious beliefs and the economic bases
of the warioos caltures of Costa Rica, Panamé and the Cauen Valley
were in many caszes virtually identical, TMvision inoto noble and com-
moner classes with a graded nmobility and parameunt (if petty) chiefs
was found in both areas, Betainer burial, especially of favored women
and of servonts, was also common, as was the oustom of placing great
wealth with the corpse. Some contsct between these {wo areas
can be proven, as in the cases of Colombian goldwork and emeralds
being found in late archaecological contexts in Panama and Costa
Rica. Buch ltems as the "Veraguaz eagle” are [falrly well known in ar-
chaeologioal deposits in much of Colombie (Bruhns 1974b). In terms
of ceramics there are some suggestive interconnectionz. Many of the
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resist painted vessels from Chirlqui in Panama are virtually identical
in design {if not In shapes) to those of the Middle Ceuce Complex,
Even granting the rather limited range of possible expression In &
three color resist techmique unzing purely Unear geometrie patberns
the resemblances are amazing. There are also some suggsstive sim-
ilarities between two of the late complexes of Caldas (Brownware
Ineised and Tricolor) and the polychrome vessels of the Coelé culture
{Bruhns 18967).

Similarities of the Middle Cauvep Valley cultures with other cul-
tural groups of Central America are not great, Given the basie similar-
ities of these cultures at the time of the arrival of the S8pantsh and for
soma time prior to that event, one might suspect that there was some-
thing more than & simple general resemblance, The elaboration of
metaliurgy along the same general stylistle lines, certain featurés of
the ceramics such as an interest in high annular bases, in [illet ap-
pligue, in polychromy, the common ose of cylindries]l and flat stamps
with the same types of patterns, burial in shaft and chamber tombs
and in sbone cists, and S0 on are suggestive of zome sort of closer con-
nection buot podnt to nothing specific. As one moves north the points
of similarity become fewer and fewer so that there are many rather
gpecific resemblances between the Colomblan ecoltures in question and
those of Pansma, fewer with Coste Ries, and almeet none with M-
ciragua, Such iz the current state of the evidence that one canBot
point t0 any conclusions from thess similaritles save to sy that there
sepms to be more of & coltural bond between the Colombian and
southern Central American cultures and any more northerly or south-
&TlY Area.

When one turnz south one flnds much weaker evidence for any
gort of contact or, Indeed, any relationship at all. There are very few
evidences of contact and these are quite diffuse. There are some slight
resemblgnces between the resist palnted styles of ceramies of the Mid-
die Cavea Vallay and those of Narifio and northern Beuador {Carchi}.
The Marlfio style, or scme mandfestations of it &8 in fact part of an
axtension of a culture which has its main sites in Carehi. The Ecuador-
jan atyles used to be called loossly "Tuncahuan”, and are now divided
inte Piartel, the three color resist style and Capull, the two color resist
che (Franclseo 194891, Soeme pieces belonging to these styles have been
found In the Cordillers Central, thus proving some sort of ¢ontaot,
but their archasological mssocintions are not known. A comparison of
shapes between the maln ceramic complexes of the Middle Cauca
drainage and Piarbel and Capuli shows little. Both share certain
shapes, such as a globular bodied jar with a Maring neck, but this i=
a common form in many Colombian and Ecuadorian ceramie styles.
The characteristic flat carinated and egg shaped jars of Plartel are
not found In either the Middle Cauca or Calde: complexes On the
other hand, the footed cup iz probably the single most common shape
in both areas, although the proportions are somewhat  different.
There i a stronger resemblance in painted decoration between the
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Middle Cauca area and northern Houador, The Ecuadorian designs,
Hie those of the Cauca area, tend to be negative, that is, the black
is applied In such & manner that the designs §5 formed by the under-
palnt, However, Plartel and Capuli designz are formed with a relative-
Iy broad regerve line and large, irregularily shaped, dots whereas the
Miiddle Cauca and Caldas patterns are uwsoally of nercow resscve
lines and small régular dots or circles, These differences in execution
of the patierns glve a very different effect when, In fact, many almost
identleal degigns are used In the two ceramic traditions. It should be
emphasized though that the actual motifs held in eommon consist of
e very small part of the Plartel and Capuli repertory. The actus)
number of motlfs in wse in Middle Caucs and Caldas is quite small and
there aré no representational designs such as are found on the
Ecuadorian ceramics. There is also nowhere near the varlety of com-
binatlons of motifs that 15 soen, especially in Plartel, The actuoal
deslgna held In common are the apiral and dot design, although the
Ecuadorian ones are somewhal different that the Yotoeo arrange-
ments, comblnations of crossed reserve lines, g circle, a flower motif
made of dots which run together and which 12 used as a filler orna-
ment In large solid black aress, and o genernl interest in reserve
triangles. A number of these motifs are also found In the resist deco-
rated pottery of southern Colombia, especially that of San Apustin
and of Tierradentro, This does soggest that the appesrance of
“Empadorian” motifs in the Cavea depinage might well be doe to infla-
ences from cloger cultures, The fact that the number of shared motifs
is g0 small and that thelr arrangement s different in the two areas
suggests also that any eontact was not particularily close or that it
wie of a type which was not reflected in the ceramics. That thers
was some sort of eontact Is evident in the teade pieces from Erusdor
for southern Colombiay found in the Cauca dralnage, As the pir-
cumsatances of their finding and thelr general associations are un-
known though it is fruitiess to try to delineate more closely the type
of contact Invelved,

Ressemblances with other archaeological cultures of Ecuador are
EVEN MOPe vague. Some resemblance can be seen between the finse
incised decoratlon on Caldas and Middle Cauca spindle whorls and
several of the fine line incised wares of Esuadorian eultures, espaciaily
those from Manta. General ties to Ecusdor are seen in the emphesis
on annular bases, in the use of cylinder 2ealz and fiat stamps, In the
Iairly frequent appearance of alearrazas, tripod wases, human flg-
urines, composite silhouette forms, ete. The elaboration of funerary
rites as reflected in the multipticity of tomb and burlal types is char-
acterigtic of both aress. There are thouph no speeific points that one
can say show comtact or Interrelationships of other than an indirect
sort, There (5 no Inea horizon in Colombia to even tie the two areas
together on the terminal prehispanic time level and the problems of
cultural sequences and dating of anclent cultures in Colcmbia and
Ecuador preclude any sorts of conclusions based on temporal prox-
imity.
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Relationahips between the Middle Caucs area and Pery, on the
basis of existing evidence, seem slight. The ceramic styles of northern
Feru show little or no resemblance to those of the Middle Cauca
save for & use of resist painting in both areas, There are no reflectlons
of any of the shapes or design motifs of this part of Colombis in Peru
nor do the Colombian cultures show the interest in elaborate modeling
and painting thai the northern Peruvlan ones had from an early
period. The ceramic mould, prevalent in porthern Pery from the Early
Intermediate Period (beginning ca. 250 B.C.) on, is not known in een-
tral Colombin. Althongh the hallmark shape of northern Pern, the
stirrup bottle, 1z found in the Middle Cawea, it iz a very rare form in
Colombia and is of a form that is radically different from the Peravian
examples. The deuble spout and bridge bottle or slearraza is also
found in both areas bubt sgain takes very different forms in the
Capca area and In porthern Peru, The Montafa area of Peru ia so
poorly known archaeclogically that comparizons between its ancient
cultures and those of ouklying areas seem futile at the present date,
There are few, If any, correspondences between the Colombian sultures
and those of central and southern Pero on any time level,

In conzsldering the connectionas the Middie Cauce region might
hawve had with eultures outside of Colombla one ean only conelude
that there iz little proof but some rensomable suspicions that such
contact must have existed. There seems to be especially good reason
to mzsume particulacily close connections with the cultures of Pana-
ma and Costa Rlea, Mot only 18 there evidence of trade goods from
Colomblas found In Central Ameriea. Central American pieces are
cormmoly found in Colombig. It iz unfortunate that all of these pieces
were located by treasure hunters so that there is little Further infor-
mation beyond the pleces themseelves, There 1= glso some mention
in the early historleal record of trade between Colombla and lower
Central Americn. However, such contacts, egpecially in the maorz
remote time pertods, may well have been Indirect, pieces passing
from group to grogp, and henge there would be little reflection of
guth econtact in the ceramic decoration. Contact with the south is
probable, again possibly through trade, sinee some trade goods have
been found in archaeologleal contextz. Currently there is no good
evidenca of interconnections of the ancient cultures of Central Co-
lombis with any regions farther to the north or o the south slthough
imdirect contact 18 agaln possible.

SUMMARY

This paper iz Intended sz a definitlon of the known ceramic
atyles of the Middle Cauca Valley and adjacent Cordillera Cantral
of Colembia, Altheugh It has beem pessible, on the basis of grave
lots, and the small amount of archaenlogleal investigation done in
thiz area, to sort the meterial in guch a manner that temporal and
probably cultural groups are repressnted more problems have been
raized than answered.
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Even the basic problem of the temporal relationships of the two
major ceramic complexes has nof beéen solved in a satisfactory man-
ner, there not being enough archaeologles] comteol. Moreover theps
i every Indicstion that these cerpgmic complexes are late. There is
no reason to sappose that the very rich reglon of Central Colombia
was uninhebited betwean the Palepindian period (of which some evi-
dences have come to light in Quindio’ and the last centuries before the
Spunish Conguest, There are a few enigmatic finds of ceramies from
the region which fit into none of the above discussed categories and
must pertain to these earlier oultures. The major source on the ar-
chaeslogy of the Middle Cauca, the memolrs of the guaguoeros Luis
Arango hag Hitle mention of the types of tombs which do not contain
metal and no Information on the types of ceramic or other artifacts
which they contaln, Binee there is such a long gap in the avallable
information on the ancient ¢ultures of this region there is no oos-
sibility of constrocting 8 developmental seguence for the Middle
Cauca area, Although the available information suggests the temporal
relationship of the Middle Caucs and Caldas complexes, this is by
ng meang proven, Moreover, there is not even a sure ldentification of
the Conguest pericd ceramlcs or other artifacts of the reglon. Bray
haz identified (Ehis wolume) what he thinks may be the tsrming!
pre-conguest style of the “Calime” ares immediately to the south.
This siyle, while clearly related to none of the deseribed eomplexes
does have stromg points of resemblanes to many isolated pleces of
ceramic from the Middle Caucs and to pleces from & rather large
group of tombs excavated by Duogue Gomes in El Oro, Ricsucio in
the 1840's. In any case we are left with nelther a beginning nor an
end for the ceramic making peoples of the BMiddle Cauca dreinage.
It is not even possible to order the ceramic complexes in time with
reference to ofher related cultures sinee the same situation pertains
to most of Colombla.

Because of the central position the Middle Cawca eultures hold
with regard to the movement of veoples and ldeas north and sooth
this iz one of the potentially more Importent areas for archaeologleal
rezearch In South America, What is needed is more field archasology
atmed &t solving problems of chronology and at delineating the several
cultures and thelir interrélationshivs on 8 more secure basis that re-
sernblance of ceramic styles. Until such time az more serioos invest-
gation Iz corrled out In Central Colombia all conclusions about the
anclent cultures of thet region must remain tentative,

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Aslmismo ze Intenta rastrear relaclones cerimicas con freas an-
dinas ¥ centropmericanas, Las conclusiones de las pagines 180-186 =o
traducen a continuaeion en su Integridad:

En la literatura aparece con frecuencla informasion sobre la In-
fluencia fordnen en las culturas arqueoligioss de Colombia, Se pue-
den descarfar muchas de las beorias gue tratan las relaciones coltura-
les o las inmigraciones, especialmente las que conslderan que las cul-
turas americanas se derivaron del Africa, Europa, Asla o de galaxing ex-
teriores, Otras teorias que tratan la relacidn entre las culturas de
Meso y Sour América no se pueden descartar ficllmente. Se hace cada
vex mas evidenie de log registros arquecldgicos, gue hubo movilzackin
de ideaz, &l no de poblaciones, por las Amdéricas.

lombiano, Hay, sinembargs, unss pocas insinuaciones en los registros
de ceramica, de conexiones lejanas de las distintas eulturas del Valle
del Cauca Medio. Estas relaciones estdn Indefinidas pero son muy
Interesantes, debido a la posicidn central del Valle del Caueca para
una migracidn de ideas o de gentas.

La falts de informacidn arqueclogica sobre las culturas asoclsi-
das a la cerdmica, obstaculiza la Investigasion de tales influenclas e in-
terconexiones. Dv los informes de guaguerce ¥ de la poca investigacidn
clentifica que & ha hecho en esta drea, s& obtiene la Impresion de al-
gin Eipo de culbo funeraric, Los wvagos informes do los primeras
espafioles, indican que en partes del Valle del Cauea hubo un shama-
nismo altamente desarroflado; gque hubo batallas ceremoniales ¥
jolgorios aleohdlicos de diversos tipos: que habia candbalizmo de tipos

Debido & gue & las colturas colomblanas pueden ser [echadas, es
posible discutir las conexlones o relaclones culturales, con base en la
tecnologia ¥ en los estilos de cerimica. Las culturas conocidaz del
Valle del Cauea Medio son todas tardias, correspondlendo en el tempao
al Perlodo Post-cligico o Tolteca-Azteca de Mesoamérics ¥ al Perino-
do Tardio Intermedio ¥ Horlzonie Tardio del Perd. Hacla el sur de
Centroamérion, el perlodo de tiempo correspondiente seria 1 Polloro-
mado Tardio de Costa Rica ¥ de Nicaragua, ¥ las culturas Wicora,
Vernguas ¥ Coclé de Panamd, Hay varlas caracteristicas Interesantes
en este lapso en el Muoevo Mundo en general, La otilizaclén de me-
tales, especlalmente e fina elaboracién de ocrnamentos de oro ¥ alea-
clones de oro, estaba generalizada. La aifareria policromada ¥ de
pinturs resistente, estaba elaborada extensamente en los Andes del
norte ¥ al gur da Centroamérica. Los cultos funerarlos elaborados tam-
bién eran comunes, ademis de los tlerros con loz servidores y los
grandes ofrecimientos de blenes ¥ sacrificios. El cenibalismoe estabe
generalizado sobre todo ml norte de Per(. Pequefios estados guerre-
ro Incrustades con el surgimisnto ¥ expansion de grandes tmperios de
la ditima parte del periodo, son notables, lo mismo que las clases so-
ciales hereditarias (v ain sistemas de castal ¥ &l alte desarvollo de
intercambio sistemdtico sobre largas distanclas, de meterin prima ¥
de bienes manufacturados.

Uno de log problemas que s¢ presentan al tratar de encontrar los
puntos especificos de conexidn entre las culturas colomblanas ¥ las de
Mesoamériea, ez la falta de informacién, Aungue es bastante eviden-
te gue hubo contacto directo entre Méjico occidental con Sur o Cen-
troameérica, estn evidencla s ambigua. 8¢ sabe que la metalurgla se
introdujo a Méjieo probablements por un intercambio con algun =i-
tio hacia el sur, Bse sitio especifico bien puede ser el drea de Panami-
Costa Rica, como pueden serlo Colombla o el Bcuador (Easby 1862).
El impacto eultural de Mesoamérica sobré Colombia ¥ el Ecuador es
también un punto de discutidn sin objeto, puesto que existe escaza in-
formacién. Hay duda acerca de gque en Cenbreamérica las influencias
de Mesoamérica hayan penetrado hacla el sur del Valle de Ulda de
Honduras, hasta la época tardia de las migraclones de los Pipil ¥ de
los Miesirao, Clertamente las culturas del sur de Controaméricn tlenen
mayores semejanzas entre ellas ¥ con Ias de las andinas del norte,
aue con enalguiera de las culturas de Mesoamérica (Bruhns 1874a). En
Iz cuenca del Cauca no hay puntos de similaridad entre las culturas
Mesoamericanas ¥ las culburas Indigenas. Ha¥ algunas semejanzas con
laz culturas Preclisicas de Méjico oeeidental, eomo la practics del en-
tierro primarie en bdvedas, la colooeokin de figuras con el cadiver ¥ la
Imelusidn de vasljas, herramientas ¥ Joyeria. Aungue estas semejanzas
son muy enfatizadas (Furst 1868, el periodo que separa a estas cul-

Las similitudes entre Ins culturas tardias del dres del Cauca v del
sur de Centroamérica son més pronunciadas, Segin registros de los es-
pafioles, sabemos que las costumbres sociales, creenclas religiosas ¥
las bazes econdmicas de las distintas culturas de Costa Rics, Panami
¥ Valle del Caoca eran ldéntiess. En ambas partes se encontraba una
divisién de las clases entre clases nobles ¥ clases comunes, con una
notlen estratificads v eon jefes supremes (o subaiterncs). Bl entle-
rro de servidores, especizlmente de mujeres v de sicvientes, también
erg comin, lo mismo que Ia eostumbre de colocar grandes valores con
el cadaver.

Ejemplares de Centro-
américa se encuentran com frecuencia en Colombia, Dessfortunads-
mente todos estos ejemplares foeron localizados por los eazadores de

biendo asl poes eontrol arguecligleo. Por otra parbe, se indica que
estos complejos de cerdmica son tardios, o hay razin para suponer
que toda regidn riea de Colombia central estuvo deshabitada entre
el periodo Palecindio {de lo coal slgunas evidencias han salido a la
luz en el Quindiol ¥ los Gltimos slglos antes de la congquiste espafiola.
Ha babldo algunos encuentros enigmétices de cerdmleas de la regln
gue no cuadran en ninguns de las categorias deseritas anteriormente
¥ que deben pertenecer a estas culburas anteriores, Las memorias del
guaquero Luls Arango, que son la fuente principal de la argueclogis
del Cauch Medio, mencionan muy poco los tHpos de tumbas gue no
